The death toll has risen to 31,
according to the Kenya National
Commission on Human Rights
(KNCHR).It also documented 107
injuries, two enforced disappear-
ances and 532 arrests by 7pm on
Tuesday

In a press release, the commnuis-
sion said it 1s still “actively mon-
1toring and following up on re-
ports and incidences linked to
the July 7 protests across the
country”.

KNCHR Vice-Chairperson, Ray-
mond Nyeris, condemned the
rights violations and demanded
accountability from police and
other stakeholders.

In Kangemi, Nairobi County,
Elvis Musavi, 25, and Paul Makori,
37.were shot on the same street
as they attempted to help each
other when police opened fire on
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dead in Ngong.

Musavi, who was heading home
from his jua kali job, heard Mako-
r1’s cries after he was shot in the
back.

“It is cruel that his life end-
ed like this lying helpless on the
ground where he should have
been safe”she said.

Metres away, Musavi's mother
Faith Indeche sat staring at a pho-
to of her firstborn on her niece’s
phone.

Ms Indeche stared blankly
ahead, trying to find words to
make sense of her loss.

“My son was not a criminal. Had
he been one, I would have known.
He used to settle some of my balls.
I am now left with his two sib-
lings who are still in high schoal,
and I don’t know how I will get
money for their school fees *she
said.

In Kiambu, Ms Rachel Njoroge
mourned her brother Ian Mbu-
gua, a 25-year-old law student at
Mt Kenya University whose fu-
ture was snatched away in sec-
onds.

Mbugua, who was hoping to
champion human rights and
land justice, stepped out of their
Ofafa Estate home on hearing
gunfire.

He took out his phone to film
the chaos and paid with his life
with a bullet to the forehead.

Bridget Njoki is struggling
to comprehend how a bullet
pierced their living room and
killed her as she watched car-
toons. The Grade Seven pupil, a
class prefect at Benson Njau Pri-
mary School, died instantly.

In Ngong, Paul Kagiri was head-

ing home from a movie shop
where he had been watching
the live protests when he met his
death.

Convinced it was safe enough to
leave, he never made it home.

The family of the 26-year-old
who eked out a living as a labour-
er,said he was not part of the pro-
tesls,

“He was shot from behind. He
leaves behind two children and
an expectant wife,” Kagiri's dis-
traught father Stephen Mbugua,
said after viewing his body at
Negong Sub-County Hospital mor-
tuary.

*Those who were killed are
known to us. They're from this
neighbourhood and are people
we have grown up with,” Kagiri's
friend, Paridie Njuguna, told the
Daily Nation.

From the same neighbourhood,
Oscar Jeremy, 24, a boda boda,
kissed his one-year-old daughter
goodbye, hugeed his wife Ramo-
na Chebet and left for work on
Monday:

Chebet, 23, expected him back
in the evening. She, instead, re-

ceived news that would shatter
her world.

“He left home around 7am as
always. I prepared him, adjusted
his jacket one last time and saw
him off. I told him to be home
early”she said.

“I'm left with a five-year-old son
and a one-year-old daughter”

Jeremy’'s mother, Peni-
na Mwikali, described him as
good-natured.

“That's why you see many peo-
ple here. He was a people’s per-
son,”she said.

The usually calm suburb turned
chaotic on Monday, leaving a dev-
astated neighbourhood behind.

“l confirmed this morning that
my son had been killed. The hos-
pital is demanding Sh20,000 for
the postmortem,” Ms Mwikali
said.

In Murang’a, the County Secu-
rity Committee said five young
people died during the demon-
strations,

“Two were shot in Kigumo, two
in Kangema and one in Kandara
constituencies, The Kangema fa-
talities had attempted toraid the

Nairobi. He told his mother he
would visit their rural home in
Kisil soomn.

He leaves a widow and three
children. His family insists he
was not in the demonstration
but was heading to a shop when
he was shot dead.

“He even bought me shoes and
sent me money to buy a chick-
en, which we were to prepare
when he arrived, Now he will be
brought home in a coffin,” Ms
Nyachama said.

Mbera’s father, Joshua Oyaro,
demanded answers.

“What did the police officer
who pulled the trigger hope to
gain? Did he shoot him because
we are poor? Will we ever get jus-
tice?"asked.

Nakuru County Referral Hos-
pital received four patients with
gunshot wounds.

Shun firms linked

Leaders vow to support citizen-led resistance and community
based mobilisation efforts

pposition leaders yesterday
called for a boycott of busi-
nesses, services and institu-
tions associated with Pres-
ident William Ruto and his ad-
ministration, accusing the Ken-
va Kwanza regime of State-spon-
sored violence, ethnic persecu-
tion and extrajudicial killings.
The leaders said they would
document atrocities committed
by the government and use the
evidence to pursue private prose-
cutions in the guest for justice for
victims of police brutality.
Through the People’s Restora-
tion Justice Commission (PRIC)
that was launched on June 24,
the opposition said part of the
evidence collected would be pre-
sented to the Director of Pub-
lic Prosecutions (DPP) for action
against individuals involved in
the saxd atrocities.
They also accused the regime of
crimes against humanity,
The opposition alliance, which
includes former Deputy Presi-

dent Rigathi Gachagua, Wiper
Party leader Kalonzo Musyoka,
People’s Liberation Party's Mar-
tha Karua, Eugene Wamalwa of
the Development Action Par-
ty of Kenya (DAP-K), Justin Mu-
tur’s Democratic Party (DP), for-
mer Interior CS Fred Matiang’i
and Torome Saitoti (Jubilee), ac-
cused President Ruto of letting
the country descend into lawless-
Tess.

They likened the situation in
Kenya to Haiti,

particularly women without the
intervention of police.

They also accused the govern-
ment of deploying unmarked po-
lice vehicles with heavily armed
gangs to perceived opposition
strongholds.

They cited an incident at
Kitengela Hospital, where a
group disrupted medical proce-
dures and looted equipment.

The opposition leaders also
talked of vandalism and loot-
ing of supermarkets and small
businesses, as well as reports of
bodies being collected by police
trucks across the country.

The leaders said the acts are
part of an orchestrated crack-
down on Kenyans, especially in
regions perceived to have politi-
cally parted ways with the Kenya
Kwanza administration.

The opposition accused Presi-
dent Ruto, the Interior Ministry,

UNalarmed
byrising

he United Nations has expressed con-
cern over the rising number of deaths,
injuries and arrests during anti-govern-
ment demonstrations.

In a statement issued from Geneva, Swit-
zerland, yesterday, spokesperson for the UN
High Commissioner for Human Rights Ravi-
na Shamdasani voiced alarm over the vio-
lent turn of events during Saba Saba Day pro-
tests on Monday.

The marches, originally intended to com-
memorate Kenya's decades-long struggle
for democracy, quuckly escalated into deadly
clashes in Nairobi and at least 16 other coun-
ties.

“We are deeply troubled by the killings yes-
terday of at least 10 people, as well as looting
and destruction of property in Kenya as po-
lice and other security forces responded to
protests,” said Shamdasani, who urged ac-
countability and restraint from security forc-
25,

The National Police Service said at least 11
people were killed during the demonstra-
tions. Additionally, 52 pnha:e ﬂfﬁcers were in-

The Kenya National \Gomim
man Rights (KNCHR) repﬂrted at least 10 fa-
talities, 29 injuries, 37 arrests and two abduc-
fions.

The commission also documented wide-
spread looting and destruction of public and
private property by unidentified individuals.

The UN statement underscored a troubling
pattern of excessive force that has marred
demonstrations in Kenya in recent months.

“Tt is concerning that these latest incidents
come barely two weeks after 15 protesters
were reportedly killed and many more in-
jured in Nairobi and other parts of Kenya,”
Shamdasani said.

The demonstrations on Monday were
part of a larger wave of nationwide protests
fuelled by frustration over the rising cost of
living, unpopular tax proposals and worsen-
ing economic hardship.

While authorities in Kenya say they are
working to maintain law and order, human
rights groups and families of victims accuse
police of applying unnecessary and lethal
force against largely unarmed young protest-
ers,

Witnesses have talked of officers firing live
and rubber bullets as well as using tear gas
and water cannons to disperse crowds in
densely populated areas, often leading to
casualties among bystanders,

UN High Commissioner for Human Rights,
Volker Tirk, called for calm and urged all
parties to respect the right to peaceful assem-
bly. freedom of expression and association.

The UN also welcomed the announcement
by police of investigations into recent deaths
and other rights violations.

*The High Commissioner repeats his call
for killings and other violations and abuses
of international rights law - including with
respect to the use of force - to be promptly,
thoroughly, independently and transparent-
ly investigated. Those responsible must be
held to account "Shamdasani said.

The Office of the High Commissioner for
Human Rights pledged support to Kenyan
authorities in addressing the current chal-
lenges, adding that the legitimate griev-
ances behind the protests must be resolved
through dialogue and justice — not bullets
and mtimidation.

Traders smell a rat in looting spree

Police say there were early intelligence reports indicating specific businesses were targeted during protests

etails have emerged on

how Monday’s looting and

mayhem were allegedly

planned and executed in
the Mt Kenya region.

The police and proprietors said
that there were early intelligence
reports indicating that specific
businesses had been identified
and targeted for attack,

Sources said that goons were
hired, transported and strategi-
cally deployed to various towns
where they unleashed terror, re-
portedly under instructions from
a central command.

This came as leaders traded
blame over who mobilised the
gangs that looted businesses dur-
ing the 35th Saba Saba Day anni-
Versary.

Imenti North Police Command-
er Ambrose Kyalo said the loot-
ers who infiltrated the protests
had specific targets. So far, 60 sus-
pects have been arrested in Me-
ru County on suspicion of orches-
trating the attacks.

“The suspects are being pro-
cessed by the Directorate of Crim-

inal Investigations (DCI) and will
soon be taken to court.

“They targeted the Meru Dairy
Factory, specific supermarkets,
police posts, and the National Ce-
reals and Produce Board depot,”
Mr Kyalosaid.

“When they failed to access Ma-
eunas Supermarket, they set it
on fire. However, we managed to
prevent attacks on Seven Eleven
Club, Meru Dairy Factory and Sel-
enite Supermarkets,”he added.

Firefighters battled the fire at
Magunas Supermarket until yes-
terday amid a hostile mob. Work-
ers at Meru Dairy Factory thwart-
ed an attempted raid by looters.

Meru Dairy’s Chief Executive Of-
ficer Kenneth Gitonga called for
urgent government action.

In Nyeri town, at least 10 busi-
nesses were vandalised. Locals
said that the attackers raided
smaller businesses after failing
to access supermarkets. They said
the attacks were premeditated.

“There were warnings the night
before. Businesspeople were told
to carry their goods home be-
cause goons might raid the town,”
said a market trader.

In Murang’a County, intelli-
gence reports have warned of
more protests on July 11 during
the burial of Boniface Kariuki, a
mask hawker shot by police in
Nairobi on June 25.

“A number of police stations in
Kangema Constituency are at a
high risk. We are still compiling
our data...but one thing I must
say is the police did the right
thing,”said County Commission-
er Joshua Nkanatha referring to
incidences of vandalism, looting
and rape. “What we witnessed
was banditry Criminals hijacked
the protests and battled us until
midnight,"he said.

Kenva National Chamber of
Commerce and Industry Meru
Chapter Chairman Joshua Mun-
gania said the business commu-

nity suffered immense losses.

“We are aware the looters were
funded. The police must find
those responsible. We will not
take this lying down,"he said.

Politicians are trading accusa-
tions over the chaos. Mathira MP
Eric Wamumbi and former Dep-
uty President Rigathi Gacha-
gua accused each other of hiring
youths to disrupt protests.

Mr Wamumbi claimed the cha-
05 was a criminal scheme aimed
at creating a false impression
of unrest in Mathira. He alleged
youths were ferried into Karati-
na at around 2am. And he de-
nied claims that he held a meet-
ing with goons at a Sagana hotel.

At the Coast, Mr Kennedy Mum-
bo, Mombasa Bar Owners Asso-
ciation chairman, said most en-
tertainment joints were shut de-
spite no recorded protests.

At the popular Sandrus Hotel,
the owner, Mr Yahya Baradhia,
said they only made a third of
their daily sales.

In the North Rift, more than 70
protesters were arrested and re-
leased on bond. The case will be
mentioned on July 21.

In Nakuru, goons invaded Don
Hotel and Stagematt Supermar-
ket.

Mt Kenva towns: From havens of
peace to hotheds of destruction

Owner of a chain of supermarkets in Murang’a says she lost property valued at Sh200 million in the mayhem

owns in Mt Kenva, long

known as oases of peace,

have become epicentres of

politically-driven violence
in recent months.

Towns in Meru, Tharaka
Nithi, Embu, Nyeri, Laikipia,
Nyandarua, Murang’a, Kirinyaga
and Kiambu counties have only
experienced brief unrest over is-
sues like illicit liquor or local de-
velopment concerns in the past.

That has changed. Violence and
destruction have erupted in Ma-
kutano (Meru), Nyahururu and
Manyuki (Laikipia), Karatina
(Nyer1) and Murang’a, Kangari,
Kabati and Kenol in Murang’a
County.

Mayhem has also been wit-
nessed in Ngurubani, Kagio,
and Sagana (Kirinyaga), Ol Ka-
lou, Ndunyu Njeru and Engineer
(Nyandarua) as well as Embu
and Kiritiri in Embu County:

Ruiru, Ndumberi, Makongeni
and Thika in Kiambu have also
seen violence, with observers say-
ing political chaos may soon be a
trademark of the region.

“People in Mt Kenya used to pro-
test against illicit alcohol and il-
legal dumping. These were caus-
es aimed at improving their
well-being " Prof Peter Kagwanja,
a political commentator, told the

Nation.

“We are now witnessing de-
struction of property, battles with

police, looting and even murder”

He added that past confronta-
tions between residents and se-
curity agents were over the war
on Mungiki gangs, vigilantes or
mob justice.

“We are in the ugly era of people
destroying businesses, burning
police stations and forcing eco-
nomic shutdowns,” he said.

While leaders and security
agents trade blame, the underly-
Ing causes appear to be linked to
the General Election in 2027.

Ms Annabel Njambi, the own-
er of County Supermarket in Mu-

rang'a, says she lost more than
Sh200 million when her four

branches were looted on Monday.

“The gangs must have been
sponsored. They descended on
our headquarters in Kenol and
branches in Kagio, Kabati and
Kagumo. Police officers did noth-
ing. It's not hard to see the plot
and who's behind it," she said.

Rwathia Distributors Director,

Kanene Kabiru, said the region is

being “economically crucified by

a political elite in disarray™
“Protesters have genuine griev-

Let it be
known that the government is
doing all it can to restore order,”
Mr Nkanatha said.

Ol Kalou town is arguably the
land of milk and honey, sur-
rounded by farming neighbour-
hoods.

The mention of 0] Kalou, which
is also the Nyandarua County
headquarters, evokes images of
abundance,

However, recent youth-led pro-
tests have thrust this typically
guiet and little-known town in-
to the limelight, revealing a dark
undercurrent in its lush fields
and the seemingly contented fac-
es of residents.

On June 25,01 Kalou was in the
national headlines when rowdy
youths stormed county and na-
tional government offices, set-
ting them ablaze and destroying
property estimated at Sh200 mil-
lion,

The protests, which marked the
first anniversary of the 2024 an-
ti-Finance Bill demonstrations,
turned violent.

Angry youth set on fire 26 ve-
hicles, motoreyeles and govern-
ment buildings.

The devolved government re-
ported that new music equip-
ment stored at sub-county offic-
es was also destroyed.

Saba Saba Day protests began
well in O] Kalou on Monday, be-
fore quickly turning violent.

Young people engaged police
officers in running battles, lit
fires and barricaded roads, bring-
ing activities in the town to a
standstill.

Overwhelmed by police, the
protesters retreated to nearby
shopping centres like Mairo-In-
va and Gwa Kungu where they
forced businesses to shut,

They exploited the absence of
police in these small towns as
almost all officers had been de-
ploved to Ol Kalou and Nyahuru-
ru.

According to Mr John Maina, 79
- a longtime resident — Ol Ka-
lou appears to be stepping in the
shoes of Nyahururu, which is his-
torically known for political defi-
ance and unrest.

"Nyahururu was a hotspot dur-
ing the fight for multiparty poli-
tics. It was here that attacking po-
lice officers with bees was first
tested - and 1t worked. Protest-
ers used containers of bees and
hives as weapons. In fact, Presi-
dent Moi was worried about the
path Nyahururu was taking,”Mr
Maina said.

*0l Kalou could be following
in the footsteps of Nyahururu,
which has become calm and cos-
mopolitan.”

Mr Francis Kimani, a religious
leader in Ol Kalou, attributes the
rising tension to local political
figures encouraging young peo-
ple to adopt radical positions,

“Like in the 1990z when
Nyandarua had radical politi-
cians, the current leaders - espe-
cially those in the opposition —
are influencing the youth to be
defiant,”Mr Kimam said.

Conclave tonowhere: Kenya's endless calls for talks,reforms

Orange Democratic Movement (ODM)
leader Raila Odinga’s call for national di-
alogue has once again cast a spotlight on
the country’s unending talk for reforms.

For decades, successive regimes have
resorted to forming dialogue teams to
come up with reform proposals.

Many of these committees have end-
ed up gobbling millions of shillings, with
those in power frustrating their imple-
mentation.

Some reform proposals have been halt-
ed by courts for being unconstitutional
while others have been credited for elec-
toral changes.

The National Dialogue Commuttee (Na-
dco) report remains largely unimple-
mented, despite proposing reforms that
sought to address some of the issues the
yvoung Kenyans have been pushing for
since last year.

Only the Independent Electoral and
Boundaries Commission (IEBC) Bill,
2024 has been implemented.

Nadco was a product of consensus be-
tween President William Ruto and Mr
Odinga following sustained anti-govern-
ment protests.

In the run up to the 2022 General Elec-
tion, Mr Odinga and then-President Uhu-
ru Kenyatta initiated a national conver-
sation called the Building Bridges Initia-
tive (BBL).

The talks team went all over the coun-

try to collect views, burning hillions of

shillings, before coming up with propos-
als designed to alter the structure of gov-
ernance as well as creating additional
positions for the ruling class.

The Supreme Court, however, put the
brakes on the BBL

Other past dialogue teams were the
Truth, Justice and Reconciliation Com-
mission, the Commussion of Inquiry on
Post-Election Violence, the Constitution
of Kenya Review Commission and the
National alogue and Reconciliation
Process, popularly known as (Agenda 4).

With President Ruto facing an unprec-
edented revolt by young Kenyans, Mr

Odinga has once again called a national
dialogue.

“l propose an inclusive inter-genera-
tional national conclave to hear our peo-
ple...and come up with irreducible re-
forms and changes necessary to take the
country forward.”he said on Monday af-
ternoorn.

“The country should urgently return to
the agenda of comprehensive police re-
forms, focusing on enhancing account-
ability transparency and improving po-
lice-to-people relations.”

He added that the conclave needs to
come up with proposals for better and
sustainable ways of addressing transpar-
ency, accountability and impunity, “espe-
cially with regard to corruption™

Deputy President, Kithure Kindiki,

urged the protesting youth to embrace
dialogue.

“Let us find ways to talk, We cannot
bunld the country through chaos. We can-
not take our country forward through
inciternent. We must learn to solve our
problems through consultations and

peaceful ways,"Prof Kindiki said in Lamu
on the same day.

The proposal for national dialogue has
triggered debate, with pro-government
leaders supporting it while those in the
opposition label it another talkshow
meant to hoodwink Kenyans.

Former Attorney-General and Cabinet
Secretary, Justin Muturi, described the

proposal by Mr Odinga as a red herring.
He said similar past reports bore no fruit.

Mr Muturn cited the recent Memoran-
dum of Understanding between Presi-
dent Ruto’s United Democratic Alliance
(UDA) and ODM as another failed at-
tempt to address abductions, extra-judi-

cial killings, corruption, bad governance,

wastage of public resources and other
pressing matters Kenyans are complain-
ing about.

“One can even equate the so called 10
points agreement between UDA and
ODM to such past efforts. That too has
not been implemented yet Mr Odinga is
not even complaining about its non-im-
plementation,”Mr Mutur said.

“How does he expect President Ruto
to implement the results of such a con-
clave? Ruto considers the Constitution
an aberration and a nuisance to his way
of doing things and ambition to the im-
perial presidency he desperately wants.”

Dr Ruto and his advisers face a different
kind of adversary in the youth-led oppo-
sition.

The Gen Zs showed their force last
month while marking the first anniver-
sary of the protests that were originally
against the Finance Bill, 2024, but later
spread to include more demands,

There 15 also concern about where and
when the Gen Z will stop. The young Ken-
yans have made it clear that they won't
stop until the President leaves office.

There are fears by those in power that
ceding much ground would be like feed-
ing a monster that would continue to at-
tack them.

The TSC,in response to the Na-
tional Assembly Committee on
Education,said that diploma
holders serving in Grade C1 are
eligible for automatic promotion
to Grade C2 upon completion of
three years of service.

“Bachelor’s degree holders;
teachers serving in Grade C2
qualify for automatic promotion
to Grade C3 after three years of
service,"the commission said.

The teachers'employer also said
that it has put measures in place
to ensure that teachers are ab-
sorbed while at their prime age
in order to maximise on their
long-term expertise.

“TSC recruits registered teach-
ers by the recruitment guide-
lines 1ssued from time to time.
The available vacancies are ad-
vertised based on the demand
for and supply of teachers as per
the existing establishments and
budgetary provisions,”said TSC.

The commussion also said that
the recruitment process is guid-
ed by the principles of fair com-
petition and merit, integrity,
transparency and accountability,
equity, fairness and impartiality,
inclusiveness and non-discrimi-
nation.

In the spirit of equity and fair-
ness, the TSC said it distributes
recruitment vacancies equally
among the 47 counties.

The commission said the re-
cruitment scorecard is developed
inclusively to consider profes-
sional qualifications, age, length
of stay since qualification as a
teacher and CBC upgrade.

The TSC said it ensures that
both teachers who graduated ear-
lier and the recently graduated
ones are considered for jobs.

“There are existing policies
on the maximum number of
schools per region, ward or area
and how the policies influence
teacher recruitment and deploy-
ment to ensure equitable distri-
bution of teachers in all schools,”
said the teachers' employer.

The TSC has developed a Teach-
er Recruitment Policy that gov-
erns the recruitment process.

“The key principle driving re-
cruitment and deployment of
teachers is that the commission

Once the vacancies have been
identified and approved based
on the budget, the demand and
supply of teachers, the commis-
sion advertises the vacancies in
the print media and through the
commission’s website.

Once the appli-
cation period is over,the commis-
sion invites the shortlisted teach-
ers for verification of academ-
ic certificates and other relevant
documents at the sub-county of-
fices or school level,” explained
the TSC.

New sugar millers seek fresh sweetness
bv diversifying to cane by-products

The low-lying fruit for most of the new barons is the making of ethanol - a sector dominated by Agro Chemical and Food Company Ltd

tanding at the porch of the factory as our bod-

ies are bathed by steam from a massive water

recyclhing pit below, Mr Alfred Soi, the chair-

man of West Valley Sugar Company, points
towards an unfinished structure that looks like a
sub-station and raises his voice above the roar of the
mills.

“We are building our own distillery,”the company
chairman says.

West Valley is not even three years old but appears
like it is running before it can even crawl. The ambi-
tion is paying off.

The new miller has leased Muhoroni Sugar —
one of the country’s oldest sugar factories - a par-
adox that is not lost on Kisumu Governor Anyang
Nyong'o.

West Valley's distillery, whose details are still scant,
will be used to make ethanol from molasses, a thick
brown syrup that is left when sugar crystalises,

The distillery will also get molasses from Muhoro-
ni Sugar Company in Kisumu County.

Kipchimchim Group of Companies, which owns
West Valley, is building another sugar factory in
Trans Mara, Narok County, which will be its other
source of molasses,

Apart from ethanol, sugarcane be also used to
make other products.

A classic illustration of squeezing many valuable
products from cane 1s offered by Kibos Sugar and
Allied Industries.

Kibos is also based in Muhoroni Sub-County, Kisu-
mi. It 1s one of the key players in the industry,crush-
ing 804,873 tonnes of cane in 2023, according to of-
ficial statistics,

The Kibos Complex has plants for milling, power
generation, a sugar refinery, the distillery, a paper
mill and fertiliser-making.

To achieve all these, one needs tens of thousands
of acres of sugarcane, The investor also requires ef-
ficient mulls.

That is why the leasing of Chemelil Sugar Facto-
ry and the nucleus farm - also in Kisumu County -
15 important for Kibos, which 1s owned by the Chat-
the family,

When cane is crushed, the dry pulp that is left -
also known as bagasse - 1s pushed into the boilers
where 1t is heated.

This, in turn, heats water whose steam is eventual-
ly used to make electricity to power the factory and
plant.

This method of producing electricity 1s known as
bagasse co-generation.

With adequate electricity due to a good supply of
sugarcane, the miller can produce surplus electrici-
ty which can then be sold to the national grid.

This was the game-plan of Mumias Sugar’s 35MW
bagasse-based co-generation plant that saw 1t sign
an agreement with Kenya Power to supply the dis-
tributor with electricity,

However, the plan was disrupted when the com-
pany ran out of bagasse due to a reduced supply of
cane.

The low-lying fruit for most of the new sugar bar-
ons is the manufacture of ethanol - a sector domi-
nated by Agro Chemical and Food Company Ltd, a
government-owned distillery

In raw form, molasses can be used to improve an-
imal feed or make fertiliser, but it is largely trans-
formed into ethanol, which is then used in the dis-
tillation of spirits like whiskey, gin or rum by com-
pounders.

The Rai Group, which has an iron grip control over
refined sugar through its five subsidiaries, has set its
eyes on the cane by-products, particularly electrici-

ty co-generation and ethanol production.

Rai Group’s subsidiary - West Kenya Sugar
Company — is soon building a Sh3.86 billion
distillery next to its sugar factory in Kakame-
ga that has a milling capacity of 5,000 tonnes
of cane per day (TCD).

With the leasing of Bungoma-based Nzoia
Sugar Company which has a TCD of 3.000 for
the next 30 years, West Kenya will barely run
short of molasses to supply its distillery that
15 designed for making extra neutral alcohol
{ENA), fusel oil and technical alcohol for 330
days a year,

As long as all the plants in the five subsidiar-
1es under Rai Sukari — the holding company
for the Rai family sugar factories — keep hum-
ming, cane will be milled and molasses will
be produced.

Modernising the mills

Mr Jaswant Rai, the chairperson of Rai Group
who not very long ago appeared to be at log-
gerheads with President William Ruto, was
controversially handed by the Head of State
Mumuas Sugar Company’s electricity co-gen-
eration and distillery plants.

This decision has been opposed by the ar-
ea leaders and residents. Analysts say it 15 a
maove that is likely to inflame the rivalry be-
tween Mr Jaswant and his brother Sarhjit Rai
of Uganda’s Sarrai Group.

Sarral Group is running the factory under a
lease granted by receivers appointed by the
KCB Bank.

It is still not clear if West Kenya will be pay-
mg for the molasses from Mumias,

On the Nandi Hills-Kimwani road in Nan-
di County, the family of Brig (rtd) Peter Kip-
chirchir Magut, is setting up Tiryo Sugar Mills

Limited at an estimated cost of Sh357.8 mil-
hon.

Apart from a sugar miller with a dai-
Iy crushing capacity of 1,000 tonnes, the El-
doret-based investor 1s also building a 45 kilo-
litre per day distillery as more entrepreneurs
plunge into the alcohol business.

Could Agro-Chemucal Ltd, which gets 80 per
cent of its molasses from some of these sug-
ar millers, be worried about the new compe-
tition?

“The market is huge,” says Mr Edwin Owi-
no, the General Manager in charge of Finance
and ICT at Agro Chemical.

Portable spirits produced by leading al-
cohol manufacturers hike the East African
Breweries Limited (EABL), London Distillers
or Kenya Wine Agencies Limited are valued
at Sh200 billion and give the taxman about
Sh18 billion in excise duty every year.

EABL, which is listed on the Nairobi Securi-
ties Exchange, gets most of its ethanol from
Agro Chemicals Ltd, but the company man-
agement says it is never enough.

The alcohol manufacturer is usually forced
to look for more ethanol from elsewhere to
plug the deficit.

“When the companies modernise the mills,
their capacity will go up,”says Mr Owino,add-

ing that this will see them produce adequate
sugar for the local market.

When sugar production goes up, he adds,
maolasses will also increase, with the distiller-
ies having more than they require,

He says this 1s the reason Agro Chemical 1s
imports molasses from distilleries in Uganda,
which also happen to have mills,

“It is a mill but is able to sell extra. One com-
pany cannot produce everything,”Mr Owino
adds.

Ethanol can also denatured, or made unfit
for human consumption. Such can be used
for the manufacture of cosmetics and phar-
maceuticals.

Besides bottled spirits, Agro-Chemical Ltd
manufactures baker’s yeast, hand sanitiser
and carbon dioeide.

Unlike most of the state-owned sugar com-
panies whose inefficiencies led them to strug-
gle to even get enough sugarcane and venture
into making other products, the new mills are
keen to get the most out of the white gold.

Dr Jane Pamela Odhiambo, the incoming
Managing Director of New South Nyanza Sug-
ar Company (Sony) 2025, says as part of the
long term project, the private investor plans
to diversify into many by-products of sugar
Processing.

*There are areas the company was hoping
to get into for a long time, including electric-
ity co-generation and producing ethanol,” Dr
Odhiambo says.

In countries like Brazil, refined sugar can
be a by-product. The South American nation
produces more than enough for domestic
consumption.

When he made a presentation before the
National Assembly Committees of Finance
and Agriculture, Mumias Sugar Compa-
ny General Manager Rakesh Bvats warned
against taking this route.

“It should be made clear to mullers that sug-
ar is their first priority The by-products come
after”Mr Rakesh told the lawmakers.

That is not surprising. There is a high de-
mand for table sugar, which the local mar-
ket has not been able to meet. That makes the
country import the deficit.

Mr Owino urges caution as the millers diver-
sify. He says the companies should not make
the mistake of Mumias Sugar,*which went in-
to many things at once, including areas it had
o experience”,

“If I were these people putting up the new
mills, I would first revamp the factories and
invest in cane development. That will take
about five years,” he says.

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Row After a prolonged debate, the senators delivered a verdict rendering the governor’s impeachment invalid

uestionable Hansard re-
cords, a court ruling, and a
defective impeachment res-
olution saved the day for Isi-
o™Covernor Abdi Guyo during
his trial at the Senate yesterday,
as the lawmakers voted to dis-
miss his ouster on a technicality.

After prolonged preliminary
arguments and counterargu-
ments, the Senate delivered a ver-
dict rendering the governor’s im-
peachment invalid.

The impeachment process, the
lawmakers argued, was just as
important as the outcome.

Mr Guyo, in his objections, had
claimed the Isiolo County Assem-
bly did not hold sittings on June
18 and 26, 2025, which are said to
have culminated in his impeach-
ment. In light of a court order de-
claring the resultant impeach-
ment resolution null and void,
the Senate ruled that it could not
proceed with the trial.

*T am very clear in my mind
that there has been a tacit con-
cession by the assembly that
there was no sitting. There is al-
s0 a court decision rendering
any such a sitting null and void.
It would be the darkest day if we
disobeyed court orders,”said Nai-
robi Senator Edwin Sifuna.

His Vihiga counterpart Godfrey
Osotsi said the Senate needed
to force the assembly “to do the
right job and bring back a proper

Guyo claimed the assembly didn’'t hold any sittings, which culminated in his impeachment

impeachment motion.”

Making the case against the im-
peachment of the first-term gov-
ernor, Mr Guyo's legal team, led
by former Law Society of Kenya
(LSK) president Eric Theuri, tore
into the arguments laid out by
the Isiolo County Assembly.

Mr Theuri urged the Senate to
reject the impeachment reso-
lution, insisting that no sittings
took place on June 18 and 26,a
position supported by Mr Elias
Mutuma, another of Governor
Guyo's lawyers, who described
the case as“an affront to the Con-
stitution”and an attempted coup
against the governor, which “sets
a dangerous precedent.”

Arguing that the Hansard, no-
tices for special sittings and in-
vitations sent to the governor
were all defective, Mr Theuri said
the blatant contradictions and
anomalies 1n the records present-
ed before the Senate pointed to
talsehoods “cooked and generat-

Mr Elisha Ongoya said the
County Hansard lacked an off-
ficial stamp, rendering the im-
peachment process invalid, and
that there was neither a valid nor
competent motion to sustain an
impeachment hearing,as the res-
olution before the Senate had
been declared null and void by
the court,

But in their rebuttal, the as-
sembly’s lawyers, led by Mr Paul
Nyamodi, said the issues raised
by the governor should not be
considered as preliminary ob-
jection but be tested by way of

cross-examination,

Insisting there were two sittings,
he said arguments that the con-
stitutional thresholds for im-
peachment had not been met
were contested and could there-
fore not form a basis for prelim-
mary objection. The House, the
lawyer said, should proceed to
full trial to test the veracity of the
statements made by witnesses.

On his part, Mr Mutuma dis-
missed the rebuttal, saying, the
assembly had misunderstood
the nature, extent and effect of
their preliminary objection. He
said it was the duty of the coun-
ty assembly to confirm whether
a sitting took place, which could
be proved by a credible Hansard.

“Documents speak for them-
selves and we don't need a wit-
ness to take to the stand to inter-
pret the Hansard, which is sup-
posed to communicate what
transpired verbatim, "he said.

When the voting time came,
some 15 minutes to 9pm, 31 out
of the 47 senators — against a re-
guired minimum of 24 - voted to
save the governor by choosing to
agree with his preliminary objec-
tion that no sitting was held by
Isiolo County Assembly, effective-
Iy terminating the proceedings
on the proposed removal of the
governor from office by way of
impeachment. Twelve senators
voted against the motion.

The organisation recently
celebrated four years of impactful pro-
gramming in the country, as well as the
remarkable achievement of reaching
over 10 million Kenyans daily with for-
tified, nutritious flour,

These milestones were marked on
June 24 during the launch of Sanku's
new warehouse and offices, located at
Nairobi Gate Industrial Park, Unit 5, on
the Eastern Bypass. The new premises
are a key hub for scaling their opera-
tions throughout Kenya,

Food fortification — the process of
adding essential vitamins and miner-
als into the staple foods we eat every
day — has long been recognised as a
cost-effective public health interven-
lion, A prime example is salt iodiza-
tion, first mandated in Kenva in 1978.

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Police reforms: A process,
not an opportunistic event

olice are the visible representation of the
eovernment and thus serve as an impor-
tant interface between the government
and its populace, By virtue of this, it is es-
senitial that the behaviour,characteristics,
and practices of the police reflect those of

a government that is service-oriented, professional, ac- :

countable transparent, and honest, among other vir-
tues central to democratic policing. Unfortunately the
reverse has often been true,as the National Police Ser-

vice has frequently represented the antithesis of these

ideals. Kenya's policing regime is in a crisis.

The clamour for genuine police reforms in Kenvya
gained momentum in 2008 following the 2007/2008
post-election violence that led to the deaths of over
1,000 people. These deaths were attributed to both acts
of commission and omuission by the then police force
during efforts to maintain law and order. The Philip
Waki-led Commission of Inquiry into Post-Election Vi-
olence recommended the establishment of a task force
on police reforms, a recommendation that was hon-
oured by the president and the prime minister, leading

ollowing a major public outery, Nairobi Woman Repre-
_____ sentative Esther Passaris has shelved her parliamenta-

ry Bill, in which she had sought the restriction of are-

as where people can gather and hold demonstrations.
The MP has come under severe criticism for her controversial
Public Order (Amendment) Bill, 2025 because the people saw
in this an attempt to suppress Kenyans'constitutional right to
stage peaceful demonstrations, picket, and present to the au-
thorities petitions on their grievances.

Ms Passaris’s Bill sought to amend the Public Order Act to
designate specific areas where people can assemble and hold
demonstrations, but this has been seen as an attempt to re-
strict how and where such protests should occur.

It is laudable that she has yielded to public pressure aver
this draconian anti-demonstration Bill that had also been dis-
owned by her own party, the Orange Democratic Movement
(ODM). The party said it had nothing to do with the Bill seeking
to prohibit protests at Parliament and State House,among oth-
er protected facilities.

According to Ms Passaris, the National Council of Churches of
Kenya (NCCK) and other stakeholders have influenced her de-
cision to allow more Kenyans to give their proposals. The pub-
lic anger has been a result of what the people see as an attempt
to clamp down on the holding of free and fair demonstrations,
which is a constitutional right.

What is more urgent right now is not looking for ways to sup-
press public rights, but to address police brutality, with nearly
100 protesters killed since June last year. There is unrest not be-
cause the people enjoy demonstrating, but because they have
genuine grievances that President Wilham Ruto’s administra-
tion needs to address.

ODM party leader Raila Odinga has urged President Ruto to
itiate an all-inclusive national dialogue, leading to a referen-
dum to address the current crisis that threatens to overwhelm
the country. People’s cardinal rights must not be curtailed by
purporting to enhance law and order through police brutality

Hasten SHA fraud probe

ealth Cabinet Secretary Aden Duale is wielding the

whip against the culprits in the widening investiga-

tion into the Social Health Insurance Fund (SHIF)

fraud. Already the casualties are some 31 health facil-
ities across the country involved in the racket.

The government has now turned its attention to the doc-
tors suspected of being directly involved in the rip-off, through
which millions of shillings have been lost.CS Duale has warned
that all those found culpable will be de-registered.

Since the government launched the Social Health Authority
(SHA), last October, promising an efficient digital system, some
hospitals reportedly devised a rip-off scheme. The scam in-
volves double hilling, fraudulent outpatient claims, and forced
admissions. There is also an abuse of the pre-authorisation
code, ghost patient admissions, and illegal sharing of patient
codes by hospitals.

The Health minister has warned that the unethical practices
that enable the siphoning of money from the SHA will not be
tolerated. The individuals will be arrested and arraigned, and
the facilities’hicences will be cancelled.

According to CS Duale, after the SHA was launched, some
5,000 new health facilities were registered to defraud it. Any
loopholes should be sealed.

However, the SHIF was established, as the Health authorities
promised, to overcome the shortcomings that had been char-
acteristic of the National Health Insurance Fund (NHIF), which
was in operation for six decades,

There have been numerous complaints about the poor per-
formance of SHA, which has led SHIF members to pay out-of-
pocket for critical medical attention. Initially, there were tech-
nological hitches that inconvenienced patients, including
those requiring urgent attention.

As CS Dual pursues the doctors suspected of involvernent in
the SHA fraud, he should also ensure that access to quality and
affordable healthcare, which is a human and constitutional

right,is not curtailed.

Baringo About 30,000 land ownership documents have already been issued

Strategy includes
Issuing residents
with land titles to
enhance ownership
and end invasions

ver the years, parts of Barin-

go County have been charac-

terised by bandit attacks that

hawve led to alot of suffering for
residents.

Many lives and property have
been lost during the attacks, which
have been more pronounced in
Baringo East, that borders West
Pokot County.

The residents have been call-
ing on the government to come to
their rescue as perennial attacks, by
armed criminals,continue to wreak
havoc.

Aside from loss of lives and prop-
erty, especially livestock that have
been among the main targets by the
bandits, many residents have been
displaced from their homes, that
are later taken over by the criminals.

Some of the affected villages have
remained abandoned since 2013.
Homesteads and social amenities
have now been overtaken by over-
grown vegetation as their former
owners keepoff.

Before occupying these desert-
ed villages, the criminals vandal-
ise boreholes, homes, schools and
shopping centres,often looting and
torching them to instil fear among
residents.

Mukutari Ward, which spans over
60 kilometres, has been deserted af-
ter residents fled following bandit
attacks.

Three locations in Mukutani—
Ruggus, Arabal and Mukutani —
are now almost uninhabited. The
remaining few residents are con-
stantly exposed to attacks.

But there seems to be a hght at the
end of the tunnel, after the county
covernment of Baringo developed
a plan 1t says will help address the
problem.

Communal ownership ofland al-
lows people to move freely and this
has largely contributed to attacks as
land invasions persist.

Mr Ruto attributed inter-commu-
nal conflicts to the lack of land own-
ership documents.

“Land adjudication is critical be-
cause in areas with disputes, there's
always fear of territorial expansion.
Without title deeds, neighbouring
communities may want to extend
their geographical claims,"said Mr
Ruto.,

This scenario, he added, 1s com-
mon in many areas that face insecu-
rity, where overlapping boundaries
have been created in the contest-
ed regions. For example, the Tugen
commurity in Loruk along the bor-
der of Baringo North and Tiaty East,
has claimed ownership of the area.
Meanwhile, the Pokot community
has also laid claim to the same land,
fuelling animosity between the two
communities.

*We are now focusing on land
adjudication and issuing titles in
Baringo North, especially n the dis-
puted border areas. So far, we have
1ssued over 30,000 title deeds. In
Bartabwa Ward, we have opened
several adjudication sections in-
cluding Kaboskei, Ngorora and Kin-
yach. Our land officers have already
processed more than 4,950 parcels,
and we expect to complete the pro-
cess by the end of the year” Mr Ru-
tosaid.

Land adjudication in the high-
land areas, such as Eldama Ravine,
Baringo Central and parts of Barin-
g0 North, was completed years ago.

However, lower regions were left out
of the process.

“Land adjudication tends to fa-
vour agricultural areas, while ar-
id and semi-arid regions—such as
much of Baringo North, Baringo
South, and Tiaty— are left out.

He noted that over 5,000 title
deeds have been 1ssued in Kimon-
dis, and 900 more in the Barkibi
A and B adjudication sections in
Baringo South.

“*We have also issued 3.500 title
deeds in Churo in Tiaty East, reg-

and we plan to launch adjudication
in Tangulbei"he added.

Prof Edward Kateiya, a profes-
sional from Mukutani, at the bor-
der of Baringo South and Tiaty East,
welcomed the imtiative saying it
would help resolve the recurring in-
ter-communal attacks.

An initiative by First Lady Ra-
chel Ruto to fight hunger in
Ganze, Kilifi County, is being
threatened by lack of water.

Mrs Ruto’s visit to celebrate
progress of the project, dubbed
Feed One, End Hunger, saw
her come face-to-face with the
harsh realities facing residents
as shortage of water under-
mines her flagship kitchen gar-
dening initiative.

As Mrs Ruto toured the re-
gion to promote the pro-
gramme, she was met with
pleas from residents who said
without reliable access to wa-
ter, the well-intentioned pro-
ject is at risk of failing.

Mrs Ruto, who spoke as she
handed over milk to learn-
ers at Kachororom and Gand-
ini primary schools, acknowl-
edged that resolving water
problem in the semi-arid re-
gion is key to sustaining the
kitchen gardening initiative.

“We will get water but how
we do that is what we want
to discuss with the county, na-
tional government and my of-
fice, so we can find a lasting
solution,”Mrs Ruto said.

A Judge has 1ssued an order
blocking the land registrar in
Mombasa and Kilifi counties
from 1ssuing title deeds over five
parcels of land claimed by Rea
Vipingo Group.

Rea Vipingo Plantations Lim-
ited and Vipingo Development
Plc complained that there was a
scheme to transfer the contest-
ed parcels in Takaungu in Kili-
fi county to third parties, in defi-
ance of the court order.

According to the company, the
new titles were being issued in
collusion with the Land Regis-
trar to third-party companies
while a case between 1t and five
people was pending in court.

Rea Vipingo said allowing any
transactions on the contested
parcels will only serve to compli-
cate the outcome of the case,

The plantations firm said the
same could expose the compa-
ny to extended litigation against
third parties who ought to have
been notified by the Land Regis-
trar that there were legal imped-
iments to the registration of new
transactions on the pieces.

Status quo

Environment and land court
Judge James Olola noted thatina
ruling on March 11, 2024, anoth-
er judge had ordered the main-
tenance of the status quo regard-
ing the contested parcels and al-
30 issued an order restraining
six people, who had fitles to the
land. from interference.

“From a perusal of the support-
ing affidavit to the 2nd defend-
ant’s (Rea Vipingo) application, it
is apparent that in blatant disre-
gard of the orders for the main-
tenance of the status quo, the 1st
to 5th plaintiffs proceeded to sur-
render the title numbered Land
Reference MN/TV/663 - CR 79015
which was in their custody and
contemporaneously applied at
the Kilifi Land Registry for the
sub-division and conversion of
the suit properties into five par-
cels which they registered in
their names, said the judge.

Retirement Fund in renewed efforts to pursue defaulters

NSSF penalises emplovers

Sh2bn for late remittances

This even as unremitted deductions hit
Sh2/7bn at end of December last year

BEY PETER MEURU

he National Social Security

Fund (NS5F) penalised em-

ployers Sh2.3 billion for de-

lays in remitting workers’
pension contributions by the
end of December 2024, even as
the total unremitted deductions
hit $h26.9 billion.

NSSF recovered the penalties
in renewed efforts to pursue em-
ployers holding huge debts, fol-
lowing pressure from Parlia-
ment.

“The amount recovered in
penalties as at December 31,
2024, was 5h2,345,495.492." Au-
ditor General Nancy Gathun-
e said in a report quoting the
fund.

The report also observes
that employers owing the NS-
SF 5h909 million closed shop,

including defunct local au-
thorities that went down with
Sh895.5 million.

The NSSF has sent demand no-
tices to employers holding unre-
mitted contributions amount-
ing to Sh1.83 billion, the report
adds.

By June 2023, the NSSF was
owed 5h26.9 billion by employ-
ers,a previous audit observed.

NSSF management said most
of the unremitted contributions
are owed by ministries, counties,
and defunct municipal councils.

“The amount recovered as
at December 31, 2024 was
Sh155,149,195 while the
amount under mstalment un-
dertaking was 5h7,995,806. Em-
ployers owing ShE8 878,288 are
under iqguidation/receivership,”
the Auditor-General report not-
ed.

This refers to the principal
amounts owed and recovered
and is different from penalties.

The report, however, blames
the NSSF for not instituting ad-
equate measures to collect un-
remitted pension contributions,
warning that part of the debt
would be unrecoverable.

“The recovery rate 1s quite low
and recovery of some will be re-
mote as they relate to defunct
local authorities,” Ms Gathungu

Warns.
Besides unremitted contribu-
tions, the follow-up report also
tracked the payment of benefits
to some 19,623 Kenyans who ex-
ited the fund, but the majority
of whom have never been paid.

The NSSF said that 952 of the
members were traced in the last
two yvears and 5h20.3 million
owed to them was paid, leaving
a balance of 5h158.48 mmllion by
the end of Tune 2024.

“Details of the remaining
18.671 have been mapped
and distributed to regions and
branches for tracing of mem-
bers,”the NSSF 1s quoted in the
report as having responded.

The National Assembly’s Pub-
lic Investments Committee in a
report adopted in June 2024 rec-
ommended that NSSF's Manag-
ing Trustee ensure recovery of
unremitted pension contribu-
tions “through aggressive fol-
low-ups”.

S-based Edwin Kurgat will lead two compatri-

ots at this year’s World Athletics Champion-

ships in Tokyo, Japan as they bid to reclaim the

10,000m 2old medal that has eluded Kenya for
24 years.

Kurgat, Ishmael Kipkurui and Benson Kiplangat
were selected to represent Kenya in the race during
the Prefontaine Classic in Oregon, USA, on Saturday:

Athletics Kenya used the Prefontaine Classic event
to pick a teamn to represent Kenya at the global event.
The first three Kenyans to cross the finish line would
automatically qualify to compete in 10,000m at the
20th World Championships slated for September 13
to 21 at the Japan National Stadium.

AK chose the Prefontaine Classic, held at the Hay-
ward Field, because of favourable weather condition
sthere. This was advantageous to the Kenyans all of
whom ran their personal best times.

Kurgat finished fourth in 26:46.35 followed by Ish-
mael Kipkurui, a student at New Mexico University
of the USA, who clocked 26:47.72.

The third to qualify to represent Kenya in the
10,000m showpiece in Tokyo was World Cross Coun-
try Championships bronze medallist Kiplangat who
settled for the sixth position after clocking 26:50.00.

He has trained in Japan before and he hopes this
will give him an advantage during the champion-
ships.

Ethiopian Biniam Mehary won in Oregon with a
world lead time of 26:43.82 ahead of his compatriots,
second-placed Berihu Aregawi (26:43.84) and Sele-

mon Barega (26:44.13) who finished third.

Kenya's 5,000m women'’s category was represent-
ed at Prefontaine Classic by the newly-crowned re-
cord holder Beatrice Chebet who clocked 13:58.06,
Agnes Jebet Negetich (14:01.29) and Margaret Akidor
(14:30.34). The qualification standard for women’s
5,000m is 14:50.0. Kenya will be represented by four
athletes when you add defending champion Faith
Kipyegon who has a wild card.

AK Executive Commuittee member Barnaba Korir,
who witnessed the race, said they had decided that
it would be the trial for Kenyan athletes ahead of
the Tokyo championships.“We agreed that the first
three Kenyans would be given slots to compete at
the World Athletics Championships,” Korir said.

Kurgat, who has been training at Flagstaff in Arizo-
na,Us,said he had been keen on making the nation-
al team for Tokyo. He represented Kerya last year at
the Olympic Games in Paris in a 5,000m race.

“I'm delighted to have made it to the national
team. It was my dream to represent Kenya at the
championships in the 10,000m race.Last year,] com-
peted in the 5,000m after emerging fourth in the na-
tional trials."said Kurgat.

He said: “Weare training hard because we know it
will be very competitive as we will be meeting the
Ethiopians who won the event in Oregon”.

“But championships are a little bit different. They
are tactical. It will be different at the world champ-
onships but I have to work on my finish in the 400m
because that is where they normally beat Kenyans.
I'll be glad to carry Kenya's flag igh,”said Kurgat.

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World record holders Chebet
and Kipyegon decry poor
training facilities in Kenva

Kenyan women star athletes
Faith Kipyegon and Beatrice
Chebet have decried poor
training facilities in the coun-
try, urging the government to
address the issue

The two proven world beat-
ers, who arrived i the coun-
try from the Prefontaine Clas-
sic Diamond League meet-
ing in Oregon, USA on Mon-
day evening, spoke yesterday
morning during a meeting
with Sports CS Salim Mvurya
and PS Elijjah Mwangi at Ta-
lanta Plaza in Nairobi.

Kipyegon won gold in the
1,500m with a world record
time of 3:48:68, improving
upon her previous record of
3:49:09 set at the Paris Dia-
mond League last year. On
the other hand, Chebet broke
the world record in the wom-
en's 5,000m race, clocking
13:58.06.

“My preparations have been
challenging, particularly re-
garding training locations.
When I was training to be-
come the first woman to run
asub-four-minute mile I went
through a lot," explained an
emotional Kipyegon.

“I'm grateful to the Univer-
sity of Eldoret and the School
of Law training grounds in El-
doret for providing training
opportunities. I was disap-
pointed that Kipchoge Keino
Stadium in Eldoret was closed
when [ needed to train there
ahead of the Breaking4 mile
in Paris.”

The three-time Olym-
pic 1,500 champion also ex-
plained that improved facil-
ities would enhance perfor-

mance for Kenyan athletes.

“My reguest is to renovate
the track, for the benefit of
current and future athletes. 1
also thank the media for pro-
moting Kenyan athletes glob-
ally; we wouldn't be where we
are today without you.” Said
the 31-year-old.

On June 26, Kipyegon ran in
the Breaking4 project in Par-
is, attempting to be the first
woman to run the mile in un-
der four minutes, She fell way
short with a 4:06:91 time.

Olympic 5,000 meters and
10,000 champion, Chebet ech-
oed Kipyepon's sentiments.

"We endure a lot in training,
and as Kipyegon experienced,
the facilities aren't always up
tostandard, We are not asking
fior much, just adeguate train-
ing facilities,”said Chebet who
has been training in Iten, El-
gevo Marakwet County

“The minmstry 1s already
heavily investing in high-al-
titude training venues like
Kamariny, Kipchoge Keino,
and Kapsabet Stadiums, as
there are plans to install tar-
tan tracks at the facilities. In
Homabay, Raila Odinga, and
Nyayo National Stadium in
Nairobi, the stadiums’ train-
ing conditions are being en-
hanced,” Mvurya responded

CS Mvurya further clarified
that Olympic packages for
both Olympic and Paralym-
pic awards have been re-
viewed, and a Sh70 million re-
ward will be given in the com-
ing weeks to previously unre-
warded athletes.

Marriage does not alwavs equate to common ownership of property

In the event of a divorce, how is the proper-
ty supposed to be divided between the two
parties? What informs who gets what?

Dear reader,

-y orce in Kenya is primarily a fault-based
process, occurring when one or both
spouses no longer find value or meaning
in their marriage. Several factors are rec-
ognised by law as grounds for dissolving a
./ marriage,although court precedents have
suggested the need for reform. These prece-
dents argue that it should not be the Court’s role
toenforce an unwanted union. In Divorce Cause
E1 of 2020, Justice Reuben Nyakundi redefines
the Court's role in divorce matters. He states, "It
1s an intolerable interference by this Court to in-
sist on sustaining a marriage that is against the
rights of individuals as outlined in Articles 28
and 29 of the Constitution.

It 1s inappropriate to order that adults of
sound mind continue to live together in a mar-
riage that has irretrievably broken down, with
no possibility of reconciliation.” Divorce should
be considered a means to end a marriage if the
union 1s defined in the outhnes of Section 3 of
the Marriage Act. The termination of a marriage
is addressed in various sections of the Act, specif-

ically 64 to 73, which take into account the val-
ues and rituals of a particular religion or sepa-
ration system.

It is essential to acknowledge that the divorce
process 15 distinet from the legal and social as-
pects of determining and dividing property The
central principle at the start of every divorce
process is the notion of equality within the un-
1on, which apphes throughout its formation, du-
ration, and dissolution. Article 45 of the Consti-

tution, when read in conjunction with Article 27,

Clauses (1) and (5), supports this principle. Like-
wise, the division of property is first grounded in

this principle of equality before the specifics of

acquisition are considered.

Although the Courts have the sole mandate
to grant a divorce, the affected couples can al-
50 choose to end their marriage without the
court’s involvement, but opt to register their de-
cision with the Court. If there are property dis-
putes, the separating spouse seeks guidance
from the Court, if an agreement between them
is difficult to achieve,

Before marriage, couples can agree on how to
manage their property through a prenuptial
agreement, as outlined in Section 6(3). They can
also decide in advance what should happento
their property in the event of a divorce. Howev-

er, this topic can be highly emotional, often leav-
ing couples feeling upset and angry over what
they consider shared property The Matrimoni-
al Property Act in Section 6(1) defines matrimo-
mial property as that which includes the matri-
monial home or homes, household goods and
effects within those homes, as well as any other
immaovable and movable property that is jointly
owned and acquired during the marnage.

In amarriage, property can take several forms:
property that is registered solely in the name of
one spouse, whether the husband or the wife;
property that both spouses jointly own; proper-
ty that either spouse earns while working with
others, not necessarily including their spouse;
property that is held in trust for other benefi-
ciaries. All or any of these types of property can
be considered matrimonial property;as defined
in Section 6(1). Suppose the couple cannot reach
an agreement on how to divide their matrimo-
nial property, even after mediation attempts?
In that case, they may seek a decision from the
Court,as outlined in Section 17 of the Matrimo-
nial Property Act.

In the case of Joseph Ombogi Ogentoto v Mar-
tha Bosibor1 Ogentoto, the Supreme Court af-
firmed the principle of contribution concern-
ing matrimonial property. The Court clarified

that marriage does not automatically equate to
common ownership or co-ownership of prop-
erty. It also warned against the simplistic no-
tion of marriage equality, which implies a 50
per cent division of property The Court empha-
sized the importance of understanding the con-
cept of contribution. The interpretation and ap-
plication of this concept has a higher probabili-
ty of an individual exating the marmage with the
wealth they have acquired through their efforts.
The Supreme Court's decision is based on Sec-
tion 7 of the Matrimonial Property Act, which
recognizes contributions as either monetary or
non-monetary in nature,

Furthermore, Section 9 recognizes indirect
contributions such as domestic work, childcare,
farm work, companionship, and property im-
provement. However, this part of the law does
not provide a specific formula for determining
what qualifies as companionship, childcare, or
domestic work. Typically, monetary contribu-
tions can be documented through receipts, in-
voices, and quotations. According to the infor-
mation provided, there is a presumption that
a property registered in one spouse’s name is
held in trust for the benefit of the other spouse.
In contrast, property that is jointly owned is as-
sumed to be equally owned by both parties,
