year ago, Kenya witnessed

an unforgettable cultural

revolution, with the crea-

tive world uniting in na-

tionwide protests and
using songs and art to amplify their
message.

The Gen Z movement, a decentral-
ised, tribeless uprising, erupted against
Finance Bill 2024, a policy that threat-
ened to increase economic burdens
through new taxes. What emerged was
not just political resistance. There was
also artistic renaissance that trans-
formed dissent into a cultural force,
reshaping Kenya's political landscape.

Art provided Gen Z with the means
to express their disapproval, trans-
forming anger into a creative force that
demanded change.

Kenyan streets were filled with the
energy of a generation unafraid to chal-
lenge the status quo. From Juliani’s
‘Utawala’ to Eric Wainaina's ‘Daima
Mkenva' and the protest anthem
“Whips za Zakayo' by Deco, artists dem-
onstrated their passion not only for art,
but also for their country.

“When we did Unbwogable more
than 20 years ago the situation was
almost similar to what we are under-
going as a country. The role of music
has never changed because one of its
main purposes is spirit building which
brings people together,” said Unbwoga-
ble hitmaker Maji Maji.

The protesters may have been ‘tribe-
less’, ‘leaderless’, ‘partyless’ or ‘radar-
less’ but they were undeniably artsy.

Thousands of Gen-Z showed up with
their Bluetooth speakers turning Nai-
robi streets into one massive party. Mu-
sic, poetry, theatre and memes became
tools of this revolution.

Songs like Sabi Wu’s “Reject Hio
Bill,” a fiery reimagining of Kendrick
Lamar’s “Not Like Us,” blared through
Nairobi's crowded protests uniting
marchers in ashared cry of defiance.

“The video was shot during the dem-
onstrations where Kenyan civilians
and police clashed. Kenyans showed
bravery and unity in standing up for
their rights,” he says.

Meanwhile, reggae artist Sir New-
son's “Reject the Bill” was also making
waves. Wadagliz KE's “Anguka Nayo,”
with over 11 million YouTube views,

exploded on TikTok, its dance moves
carrying Kenya's fight to the world.

Eric Wainaina’s “Daima Mimi Mken-
ya,” sung with raw passion at rallies,
wove national pride into the protests’
fabric, alongside King Kaka's “Wajinga
Nyinyi.”

Avyear on, countless songs have been
released to honour the fallen soldiers.
Barely a fortnight ago rap artist Octo-
pizzo released a single titled “June 25™.”

Simultaneously, rapper Monaja
Mwenyewe is preparing to release his
album dubbed “June 25" as well, en-
suring the memory of that day remains
alive in Kenya's musical consciousness.

On TikTok, where Gen-Z reigns su-
preme, memes distilled the Finance
Bill's complexities into sharp share-
able truths, spreading faster than any
pamphlet could. Hashtags like #Re-
jectFinanceBill2024 trended globally,
paired with photography, videos and
posters that flooded platforms like X.
Al-generated images and songs added
a modern edge, blending innovation
with outrage.

Though specific memes may fade
from memory, their impact endures
those viral sparks mobilised a genera-
tion, making the protests a global con-
versation. A year later digital archives
of these posts remain as a virtual gal-
lery of Gen-Z's wit and defiance.

Spoken word sessions transcended
mere art, they became history in the
making, capturing the pain of econom-
ic betrayal and hope for a just Kenya.
Poet and storyteller Ngartia emerged
as one of the most powerful voices.

“Iwant to write about love, but bod-
ies float in guarries. I start to write
about flowers, then abducted comrades
are found tortured. So how can I admire
a sunset with killers roaming in the
streets?” Ngartia begins in his perfor-
mance at the Open Mic event at Baraza
Media Lab on May 9. Under the theme
‘Mental Notes, he was responding to a
guestion from a man who asked him
why he only writes poetry about his-
tory and politics.

“I reach out to embrace my coun-
try, it shoves a barrel down my throat.
Shouting about dialogue. And I ask,
what exactly can we discuss across
morifuary slabs?”

Ngartia, vocal about governance and
political injustices, took to the streets
to protest against the Finance Bill2024.
He was also the main cast for ‘DaiVerse,
a stage production by Irooto Produc-
tions that blended storytelling, poetry,
music and acting. On the night of the
technical rehearsal, he was among the
protesters arrested and later released.

In previous interviews he recounted
how police in civilian clothes were hid-

ing in plain sight in the auditorium,
keenly following his performance to
see ifit took jabs at the Ruto admin-
istration. The poet continues to lend
his voice through his latest works
performed in early May.

Fellow poet and spoken word
artist Dorphanage (real name Den-
nis Mutuma) is releasing ‘Kilio cha
Haki’ on June 22. The spoken word
recorded piece conveys messages
around police brutality and extraju-
dicial killings.

“We lost a lot of people and they
were unnecessary deaths. Theywere
only trying to hold the government
accountable,” says Dorphanage.

The poet also participated in the
street protests, though in that mo-
ment he found himself unable to
pen down pieces that reflected his
thoughts.

“In so many ways I felt excited be-
cause people were protesting about
the same things I had written about
in my work, which are bad govern-
ance, historicalinjustice and corrup-
tion,” he says.

Dorphanage was impressed by
how throngs of people expressed
their political grievances through
art: memes, parodies and satires. He
explains that these forms of expres-
sion created awareness around the
issues and countered narratives that

the youth were being used to create
chaos. He encourages more artists to
document that erafor historical pur-
poses so that it is never forgotten.

He adds that for a long time peo-
ple were leaving activism to those
considered activists when everyone
should be an active citizen. “The
nolitical class seem to be missing
out on the major shift of the young
people when it comes to public par-
ticipation and political awareness.
There is an awakening and a shift
from tribal cocoons. Things are
bound to be different in the coming
elections,” he says.

In his suspenseful and emotional-
ly charged storytelling performance
‘“What Doesn’t Kill You’ in March at
Alliance Francaise Nairobi grounds,
he painted a picture of his personal
experience during the protests and
the march to parliament. He spoke
of events leading to D-Day, from
social media mobilisation to meet-
ing fellow protesters in the streets,
highlighting the unity and solidar-
ity from businesses, places of wor-
ship and ordinary Kenyans towards
protesters.

Theatre carved out a significant
space for reflection amid the chaos.
Thespian and theatre and film lec-
turer Suki Wanza, who watched
many stage plays last year, reflects
on the political themes that emerged
in the Gen Z protest aftermath.

Suki recalls that the second run
of ‘DaiVerse’ resonated deeply with
people because it coincided with
the height of the protests. Audi-
ences were relating to the political
connotations, especially corruption
themes in the production.

Historical plays like “Tom Mboya'
by Too Early for Birds and the mu-
sical adaptation ‘Sarafina) directed
by Stuart Nash under Nairobi Per-
forming Arts Studio, found new rel-
evance.

“People were discovering paral-
lels between what was happening in
the plays and the Gen Z protests and
abductions.

Productions like Creatives Ga-
rage’s “Blooms in the Dark,” which
premiered on July 13, 2024, at Brae-
side School, brought the protests’
spirit to life, weaving narratives of
political dissent with calls for mi-
nority rights. Chants of “Ruto must
go” echoed through these perfor-
mances, turning stages into plat-
forms for dialogue.

The students at the National
Drama and Film Festivals 2025 con-
tinued this tradition, speaking out
on corruption, bad leadership and
exploitation of Kenyans in their
stage performances. A Cleo Malala
scripted and directed play, ‘Echoes
of War’ by Butere Girls High School,
was initially banned, and the stu-
dents ultimately refused to perform
it due to the absence of their direc-
tor, props and audience, and strong
police presence.

The call to speak truth to govern-
ment shows no signs of stopping.
Ngartia captured this sentiment per-
fectly in his open mic performance
at Baraza Media Lab;

“My mind is heavy. Heart, broken.
Chest, congested. Joints, ache. Eyes,
soaked. Spirits, down. Mood, bleak.
Yet, yet this is better than flowers on
a grave. Than life on the run. Than
a lifetime of silence or a future un-
der impunity; somehow this is bet-
ter. Than the boot of tyranny on my
neck. Or at my mother’s door.”

What made this artistic upris-
ing extraordinary was its harmony.
Music energised, poetry inspired,
theatre provoked and memes mobi-
lised and each form amplifying the
others. Together, they transcended
Kenya's tribal and economic divides,
uniting a generation in a leaderless
tribeless fight.

Avear on the movement's cultural
impact endures. Songs still play in
matatus and music shows, poems
are recited at activist meetups and
memes resurface in online debates
each a thread in the fabric of Kenva's
ongoing push for justice.

Western and Nyanza re-
gions are urgently compensated, just
like their counterparts from the rest
of the country.

In a petition presented to the Na-
tional Assembly by Seme MP James
Nyikal, the victims say they have
been waiting in distress for the last
17 vears for compensation to enable
them to revert to a dignified life.

The 84,597 were among the vic-
tims of the post-election violence
which occurred after the 2007 Gen-
eral Election and uprooted many
from their areas of residence into
IDP camps.

Consequently, the government
rolled out a resettlement programme
dubbed ‘Operation Rudi Nyumbani’
which was intended to facilitate
the IDPs to go back to their original

other regions apart from those from
Nyanza and Western, remained in
camps.

“The IDPs who remained in des-
ignated camps were compensated
by the government with monetary
amounts of about Sh400,000, with
others even received land allocation.
However, the IDPs from Nvanza and
Western who benefited from the
‘Operation Rudi Nyumbani ‘only
received little amounts of less than
Sh50,000 to facilitate them to go
back home,” said Nyikal.

The petitioners from Naivasha,
Eldoret, Kericho,Nakuru and Nairo-
bi are disgruntled that 17 years since
the Post-Election Violence, they have
not been compensated by the govern-
ment following the skirmishes, yet
their counterparts who were in IDPs
camps in other parts of the country
have been compensated.

Nyikal said since 2008, the rep-
resentatives of the Nyanza-Western
Kenya Caucus of IDPs have forward-
ed their concerns to the Ministry of
Interior and National Administra-
tion but the government has not
taken any tangible steps to address
their plight.

their colleagues should be treated
like their colleagues in other areas.
The caucus was formed after
the collection of the records of the
victims from Kisii (15,182 persons),
Homa Bay (7,868 persons), Kisumu
(15,963 persons),Siaya (20,194 per-
sons), Kakamega (942 persons),
Trans Nzoia (10,112 persons) and
Migori (14,336 persons) counties.
“Only a handful of the Nyanza-
Western Kenya Caucus of IDPs were
compensated, with negligible sums
of Sh10,000,Sh25,000 and Sh50,000.
These IDPs opted to leave the camps
and go settle with their relatives,

mained and got fully compensated,”
said Mr Oyugi.

The petitioners said that most
of the IDPs left the camps in Na-
kuru County and opted to go back
home and settle with their rela-
tives. whereas the IDPs from other
regions of the country remained in
the camps and got higher amounts
of compensation that were com-
mensurate to the loss incurred, at
Sh 400,000, and parcels of land for
resettlement.

Mzee Benard Ndege, for instance,
who lost 11 members of his family,
was given only Sh10,000.

HIV/Aids infections
among youth on the
rise as controls fail

Cases of new HIV-Aids infections in
the country are on the rise, with efforts
to reduce the numbers in the last four
years failing mainly due to financial and
behavioural change challenges.

According to the latest data from the
National Syndemic Diseases Control
Council (NSDCC), the government had
planned to reduce HIV-related infections
by 75 per cent in the last four vears.

The country, however, achieved a 60
per cent reduction.

New infections, mainly in ASAL coun-
ties, are on the rise, with Mandera Coun-
ty recording a156 per cent increase.

This came as it emerged that the coun-
try was recording 6,000 new HIV cases
among youths aged between 15-24 years
every year,amid adecline in donor fund-
ing.

In the joint annual programme review,
HIV-Aids deaths between 2020 and 2024
reduced by a mere 2.5 per cent against
the targeted 50 per cent.

The Kenya AIDS Strategic Framework
Programme Review evaluated HIV
impact indicators and found out that
only 43 counties reduced new infections,
three achieved the set 75 per cent reduc-
tion goal, while Mandera saw a 156 per
cent increase.

But speaking during the launch of the
programme review in Sawela Lodge
Naivasha vesterday, Medical Services
Principal Secretary Ouma Oluga noted
that the country had made major strides
in addressing the disease.

Dr Olugasaid that despite donor with-
drawal, some counties like Siaya, Isiolo
and Marsabit had recorded a drop in
new infections.

hen embattled Dep-

Lagat stood on the

steps of Central Po-
lice Station flanked by his boss Doug-
las Kanja and Independent Policing
Oversight Authority(Ipoa) chairperson
Isaack Hassan following the death of
Albert Ojwang, the contradiction could
not have been more glaring.

In a moment that raised eyebrows
across the country, the very oversight
body tasked with probing police mis-
conduct had just shared a platform
with the man at the centre of a storm—
both as a senior officer and as the sub-
ject of a grave complaint in the death
of teacher and blogger Albert Ojwang’

For many, it cut a troubling image:
an investigator appeared to have lain
in the same bed with a man the public

was demanding answers from.

And so, nearly two weeks later, and
under mounting public pressure, [poa
seems to have been forced to change
tack, finally pulling the rug from under
the embattled DIG.

Lagat, the second most powerful of-
ficer in the National Police Service, now
firmly finds himself on the other side
of the table.

And now, just like the statements
he has overseen others give over the
years, he was compelled to record his
own—put to task to explain how a civil-
ian ended up dead in the hands of those
sworn to protect.

Lagat’s appearance at Ipoa head-
guarters in Nairobi came a day after he
was summoned to shed light on what
he knew and his role, after his name
was dragged into the matter.

He was accompanied by a lawyer,
sources said.

The session lasted for close to three
hours behind closed doors. Details of
the interrogation remained tightly
guarded by Ipoa officials.

“Ican confirm that the DIGwas here
and he has recorded his statement.
Unfortunately, we are not allowed to
engage the media on the matter as for
now,” said one of the sources at the
Ipoa.

According to the source, among
those who grilled Lagat were the au-
thority’'s chairperson Ahmed Issack
Hassan and Chief Executive Officer
Elema Halake, accompanied by the
body’s senior investigators.

Details of Lagat’s grilling have
remained scant, but a source who
spoke to The Standard on condi-
tion of anonymity revealed that
Lagat played innocent throughout
the questioning process, saying
he learned of the arrest of Ojwang
through police communication sys-
tems.

“He told Ipoa that his only interac-
tion with Ojwang’s death was via a
police signal shared to him and had
nothing to do with it,” observed the
source.

What was clear, however, is that
his appearance marked a critical

moment in the inquiry that has trig-
gered public outrage.

Despite the presence of members
of the media outside Ipoa offices,
Lagat still managed to avoid cam-
eras and evaded journalists who had
waited for hours hoping to capture
his arrival or departure.

His statement is expected to add
to the evidence Ipoa is compiling
ahead of prosecutions. And with
that, Lagat now joins the list of 21
police officers and six civilians who
have been guestioned so far in con-
nection with the murder.

On Wednesday, the oversight
body said it was confident that its
file, complete with recommenda-
tions to charge culpable individuals,
would be ready by early next week.

Lagat's name has been linked to
the matter since it was his complaint
that led to Ojwang’s ar-

to Central Police Station
where he was clobbered
to death by three prison-
ers who have since been
arraigned, alongside OCS
Samson Taalam, his dep-
uty Samuel Ng'an’ga, and

Constable James Mukwana.

Kelvin Mutisva Mutava, a civil-
ian, is accused of tampering with
the CCTV system on the night of the
killing.

Initially, police claimed that
Ojwang’ had attempted to commit
suicide and died upon arrival at
Mbagathi Hospital, where he had
been rushed. The suicide version
collapsed after an autopsy revealed
that the teacher-cum-blogger had
succumbed to head injuries, neck
compression, and multiple soft tis-
sue trauma.

Following nationwide outrage,
Lagat bowed to pressure, stepping
aside from his position, citing public
interest and the need for impartial
investigations. His announcement,
however, did little to calm public
anger.

“I undertake to provide any sup-
port that may be required of me
during the investigations of the un-
fortunate incident. I offer immense
condolences to the family of Mr
Albert Ojwang for their great loss,”
said Lagat.

His appearance at Ipoacame amid
sustained calls for his arrest, with
critics questioning whether he can
be investigated fairly given his sen-
iority in the police service.

Former Chief Justice David Mara-
ga demanded Lagat's immediate
dismissal and prosecution, arguing
there was sufficient evidence linking
him to theillegal arrest, torture, and
murder of Ojwang.

Public pressure continues to
mount, with demonstrators stag-
ing protests demanding his removal
from office and prosecution.

On Tuesday, Boniface Kariuki suf-
fered severe brain injury after being
shot by a police officer in the capi-
tal, Nairobi, where protestors were
demanding Lagat’s resignation. The
22-year-old remains in critical condi-
tion at Kenyatta National Hospital.

Investigators wanted Lagat to
shed light on events surrounding
Ojwang’s death in the hands of po-
lice, who attempted to cover up the
murder.

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Planning to Win: Why Strategic Planning is Crucial

obile money transac-
tion prior to 2017 felt like
groping in the dark. It was

impossible to determine the cost of
the transaction without doing some
arithmetic after the fact. This incon-
venience was eradicated after the
Competition Authority ol Kenya or-
dered financial service providers to
display all costs in-flight to enhance
transparency and enable consumers
make informed decisions. This inter-
vention was groundbreaking for two
reasons; the telecommunication and
[inance sectors are enablers of eco-
nomic growth in Kenya, and 82% of
Kenyans use mobile money services,
according to official statistics.

Noting the large number of Ken-
yvans being disenfranchised in the
process, the Authority planned and
undertook an inquiry into this key
sector. The consumer welfare issues
highlighted in the inquiry, includ-
ing the need for receipt issuance on
the transaction platform, were ad-
dressed.

This narrative helps counter a
belief that strategic planning within
Government is a tick-a-box exercise.
Planning enables public institutions
to structure and direct their actions
and resources to impactful activities.
Again, since public agencies operate
in a fast-changing environment, they

must be proactive and anticipate
changes. Strategic planning facili-
tates this aspiration by defining suc-
cess and its measurement.

In the first Plan, which covered
FY 2013/14 - 2016/17, the Authority fo-
cused on establishing structures that
have supported our growth. It was
during this period that enforcement
frameworks were developed, includ-
ing applicable rules and guidelines.
The Authority was equipped with
both human and financial resources.
In addition, the law was gradually
tested, and soft enforcement prior-
itized with the intention of occasion-
ing behavior change by explaining
the benefits of competition law to
the country.

During this phase, we concen-
trated on key enablers of economic
growth: the telecommunications,
agriculture, and banking sectors.
Some outcomes of this period were:
reduced USSD prices, compliance
programmes, policy change recom-
mendations to enhance the bank-
ing sector's competitiveness, and
increased transparency by financial
service providers.

The second Plan tested the ad-
equacy of the Competition Act
through both soft and hard en-
forcement. During the four years to
June 2021, SMEs received a lifeline
through sanctioning abuse of buyer
power, shielding them from exploita-
tion by powerful buyers. The Au-
thority interrogated the operation of
digital lenders, highlighting the con-
sumer welfare concerns therein and
recommending policy changes to the
Central Bank of Kenya. In addition,
consumer savings of KES 900 million
were recorded when the Authority
extinguished a cartel by paint man-
ufacturers who artificially inflated
prices and limited consumer choice.

In the lifetime of the third Plan,
which is coming to an end on 30th
June, 2025, we ventured into novel
areas of enforcement. We prioritized
public procurement by investigatl-
ing bid rigging cases, in partnership
with the Public Procurement Reg-
ulatory Authority. The Government
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spends 40% of its budget on procure-
ment and, therefore, sanctioning bid
riggers ensures that value for money
through competitive bidding is real-
ized. Moreover, fines of over KES 1.5
billion were imposed on those con-
travening the law in the steel and re-
tail sectors. Additionally, over 2,500
consumer concerns were resolved,
mostly on e-commerce and digital
finance, ensuring that consumer
concerns on quality, data privacy,
disclosure and transparency were
addressed.

In hindsight, strategic planning
allowed the Authority to articulate
its vision and mission and prioritize
the most impactful sectors, includ-
ing proactive merger reviews, con-
sumer protection, SME growth and
sustainability, and reining in restric-
tive trade practices. In the realiza-
tion that public resources are finite,
strategic planning ensures that fi-
nances, time, and human capital are
efficiently utilized.

What gets measured gets done.
We live by this mantra at the Au-
thority cognizant of the fact that a
well-structured Plan includes meas-
urable indicators and provides re-
porting protocols enabling us track
progress and enhancing accounta-
bility. Strategic planning enables us
build public trust and enhance con-
sumer welfare.

As we embark on the fourth Plan
from 1st July, 2025, we will apply the
lessons learned over 14 years, while
cognizant of the evolving needs of
consumers, the dynamism of global
trade, and a fast-changing regulato-
ry landscape. Consequently, we will
invest in human capital, technology
and data systems, and legal frame-
works to enhance agility, effective-
ness, and stakeholder trust. The
Authority shall enhance transpar-
ency and predictability of its deci-
sion-making by reviewing our regu-
latory frameworks. Moreover, we will
leverage regional trade frameworks
like the AFCFTA to harmonize com-
petition enforcement and protect
Kenvan markets from cross-border
anti-competitive distortions.

We realize that stakeholders are
the key cog in our engine. We have
prioritized collaborations and part-
nerships in the implementation of
this plan, through joint investiga-
tions, market studies, information
exchange, capacity building or re-
source mobilization.

In a country where millions de-
pend on fair markets to access goods,
services, and economic opportunity,
strategic planning enables us to up-
hold our social contract with Ken-
yvans. And when done well, it ensures
that the Authority's interventions
are appreciable by every citizen.

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Mother demands justice for her
son following tragic shooting

A woman is now crying out
for justice after the murder of
her 24-year-old son in Thome,
Nairobi, on Wednesday night.

Caroline Naserian told The
Standard that Joel Austin
Macharia Maina was shot in
the head at close range by a
man identified as Peter
Lang at.

Police say that during inter-
rogation, Lang’at told them he
was Maina's friend and that he
went for his gun, which acci-
dentallydischarged one round.

Responders said that after
the incident, the alleged shoot-
er fled the scene.

Kasarani Sub-County Crimi-
nal Investigations Officer
Alloyce Mboya said the fatal
bullet entered through the left
side of Maina’s head and exited
on the right side.

The body is at the City Mor-
tuary awaiting a post-mortem
examination.

According to a friend who
wished to remain anonymous,
Maina used to do liguor deliv-
eries and was delivering to his
alleged shooter at the time.

Maina was shot at a parking
lot inside Lang’at’s vehicle,
while seated in the driver’s
seat.

Lang’at is expected to be
arraigned today at the Maka-
dara Law Court, where detec-
tives probing the case will seek
more time to investigate the
case.

Naserian said all she wants
is justice for her son, whom she

described as a quiet man.

“He was very calm, and we
could serve dinner and fﬂrget
about him due to his guiet
nature,” she said.

She added that despite her
son being shot at around mid-
night, she only received the
news yesterday morning at
about 9.30 am.

According to him, [POA has failed and
must be held to account. He added that
there is no such thing as “stepping aside”
in law, as Deputy Inspector General (DIG)
of Police Eliud Lagat had done.

He said that under Section 17 of the Na-
tional Police Service Act, the President can
remove, retire or redeploy the DIG — none
of which can be done by the DIG himself.

“IPOA cannot come and tell us that they
have arrested and are prosecuting people
for murder when the main suspect has
yet to write a statement. How then do you
determine who should be taken to court if
Eliud Lagat has not even been interviewed
to date?

“You cannot discipline vourself by say-
ing you have stepped aside, what does
that even mean in law? This whole issue
is a charade. Before yvou are arrested, you
are supposed to be informed of the rea-
son. Qjwang’ was not arrested, he was ab-
ducted. So the use of the word ‘arrest’ is
wrong. If it were an arrest, he would have
been taken to the nearest police station.
Why was he taken 600 kilometres away?”
he wondered.

Manyatta MP Gitonga Mukunji also said
IPOA’s statement is insufficient and sug-
gested there could be a wider conspiracy
surrounding the case. He urged the Com-
mittee on Administration to go beyond
IPOA’s account.

“There is a need for the National As-
sembly to go beyond just obtaining a state-
ment from IPOA and actually form a com-
mission ofinguiry to find out what exactly
transpired,” he said.

He mentioned that two men from his
constituency had been arrested over a
traffic matter and released. “When they
returned to collect their vehicle, they
were re-arrested, taken into custody, and
are now being forced to write statements.

“I urge this National Assembly to take
the issue of police misuse and miscon-
duct very seriously. We must ensure our
nation’s credibility is beyond reproach,”
he said.

Tuesday’s anti-government protests,
will remain in custody for 15 days.

This follows an order issued by
Milimani Senior Magistrate Benmark
Ekhubi, who directed that the inter-
dicted officers remain in custody as
investigations by the Independent Po-
licing Oversight Authority (Ipoa) and
the Directorate of Criminal Investiga-
tions (DCI) continue into allegations
of causing grievous harm to hawker
Boniface Mwangi Kariuki.

The Office of the Director of Pub-
lic Prosecutions (ODPP), through
prosecutor Victor Owiti, had initially
sought 21 days of detention. However,

the prosecution and defence teams
eventually agreed to a compromise
of 15 days.

“We will adopt the compromise
by the applicants’ team, and the two
respondents, Constables Masinde and
Kiprono, will be remanded at Capitol
Hill Police Station until July3 2025,”
the magistrate ruled.

The two officers are accused of as-
saulting and shooting Kariuki along
Mondlane Street in Nairobi’s Central
Business District during the protests.

According to an affidavit filed by
Corporal Nahashon Zoka, an officer
attached to the DCI Homicide Bureau,
the victim sustained critical injuries
and was rushed to Kenyatta National
Hospital by good Samaritans.

He later underwent surgery and
was admitted to the Intensive Care
Unit (ICU).

The detention application was
based on the need to complete several
pending investigative steps, including
ballistic analysis of the firearms con-
fiscated from the officers.

“Upon their said arrest, we confis-
cated the respondents’ firearms sus-
pected to have been used in shooting
the victim to be subjected to ballistic
examination,” the court heard.

The court was also informed that
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Police constables Duncan Kiprono and Klinzy Baraza at Milimani Law Courts

yesterday. [Boniface Okendo, Standard]

forensic analysis of samples collected
from the scene is underway and that
the samples must be forwarded to the
Government Chemist.

Additionally, police are vet to re-
trieve and review CCTV footage from
the area where the hawker was shot.

“There is also the need to conduct
witness interviews, including with
the victim, who is still ad mitted in the
ICU in critical condition and is unable
to speak,” said Owiti.

The prosecution further noted the
need to obtain a P3 medical form and
compile a full Scene of Crime report.

Corporal Zoka underscored the se-
riousness of the allegations and the
potential risks if the officers were re-
leased on bail

“There is a real likelihood the re-
spondents may intimidate or inter-
fere with witnesses and crucial evi-
dence. Due to the serious nature of
the offence, they are also considered
a flight risk,” he said.

He added that the incident had
triggered widespread public outrage
and unrest, further complicating the
situation and raising concerns for the
officers’ safetyif released.

The court was told that the two of-
ficers were arrested on June 18, 2025
and booked at Capitol Hill Police Sta-
tion under OB 2/18/06/2025 at 0015
hours.

Second surgery

Meanwhile, doctors at Kenyatta
National Hospital were last evening
still working round the clock to save
the life of Kariuki.

Kariuki, 22, underwent a second
surgery yesterday afternoon. The first
surgery done on Tuesday night lasted
two hours, during which doctors suc-
cessfully removed a bullet that had

struck one side of his head.

According to an update from the
family, Kariuki was wheeled into
theatre around 2pm for the follow-
up operation. “He is not in critical
condition. The doctors said the bullet
pierced through his brain, and it has
been swelling over time. That's why
he was taken in for a second opera-
tion,” said one of his colleagues.

“The operation was successful, and
some particles were removed from
around the brain—I think remnants
of the bullet.”

The colleague added that they re-
mained optimistic Kariuki would
pull through, noting that his heart
was still beating normally, though he
remained dependent on a ventilator.

On Wednesday, Acting Kenyatta
National Hospital CEO William Sigi-
lai said the patient was on mechani-
cal ventilation as medics maintained
close observation after the bullet
struck the left side of his head.

Kariuki was shot during protests
demanding the resignation of Depu-
tv Inspector General of Police Eliud
Lagat over the death of teacher and
blogger Albert Ojwang.

By vesterday evening, several poli-
ticians—including Kirinyvaga Woman
Representative Njeri Maina—were
calling for the State to offer financial
support to Kariuki and others injured
during Tuesday’s protests.

“Justice must not only be done, but
must be seen to be done in regard to
Albert Ojwang, Boniface Kariuki and
all the voung people who lost their
lives during and in the aftermath of
the June 2024 protests,” she posted.

“If this government protects the
perpetrators, future governments
shall deal with them accordingly.”

he camaraderie of police

officers and goons terror-

ising unarmed civilians

while picketing has rekin-

dled chilling memories of
the pain inflicted by militias in the
recent past formed by politicians to
torment their opponents.

There are numerous abandoned
gangs and out of luck and idle mem-
bers, discarded by their patrons
after outliving their usefulness.
Such groups include the proscribed
Mungiki sect that reigned terror in
Mt Kenya, Nairobi business com-
munity in Nairobi, Sungusungu and
Chinkororo, in Kisii.

Others are Nakuru's Confirm Ny-
uki, Miticharaka and Bogi Mawe and
Klsumu’'s 42 brothers as well as Mom-
basa Republican Council. Such gangs
enjoyed the blessings and patronage
of powerful politicians whose aim
was to counter criminal gangs or ‘pro-

tect property during protests.

After the gangs achieve their mis-
sion, the political masters, who usual-
ly pay them, step out. The rudderless
groups then start harassing innocent
citizens and collecting taxes. In some
instances, they radicalize teenagers
to join their movement.

Analysts now warn that the recent
scenes witnessed in the city of goons
wielding machetes and wooden sticks
to counter peaceful protestors while
chanting pro-government slogans
and praising Nairobi Governor John-
son Sakaja, was recipe for chaos.

They say the use of militia or gangs
may haunt those bankrolling the
gangs as they questioned the motive
by the government to deploy Kenyan
police officers in Haiti, while goons
make Kenya their paradise.

The opposition led by Deputy
President Rigathi Gachagua said
they were alarmed by the emergence
of a dangerous and illegal alliance
between the police and the goons.
“What is also now clear is the Kenya
led Haiti Multinational Security Sup-
port (MS55) Mission, was not a peace-
keeping mission, but a benchmarking
trip, by Ruto on the use of Militia to
terrorise a nation on taxpayer’s mon-
ey,” the Opposition leaders claim.

They say it was not a coincidence

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State-sponsored goons along Koinange Street during protests on June 17, 2025.

“A caring government must listen
to the cry of their people, but when
State results to using criminal gangs
to work with police to silence crit-
ics, it shows signs of a failed State,
the government is rearing a monster
that they will not be able to stop as
it will result to maiming and killing
Kenyans when they stop receiving
financial assistance from their mas-
ters,” Prof Naituli warned.

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Introduction

Kiambu County is committed to balancing urban development
with agricultural sustainability. The county is experiencing a high
rate of urbanisation due to its strategic location, close proximity to
Nairobi—the capital city—and its thriving economy. This growth
is further supported by a well-connected rail and road network,
which enhances accessibility The rapid urbanisation presents
significant opportunities for the county, including economic growth,
job creation, advancements in education and innovation, cultural
exchange and diversity, improved healthcare service delivery and
technological progress.

On the other hand, the county holds immense potential in
agriculture, which remains the predominant economic activity. A
large proportion of the county’s population depends on agriculture,
making it a major contributor to household income and the overall
Gross Domestic Product of Kenya. The county produces a variety of
crops, including food crops, horticultural produce and industrial
crops. The main food crops are maize, beans and Irish potatoes. Key
horticultural crops include bananas, vegetables, fruits, and flowers,
while coffee, tea and macadamia are the primary industrial crops
cultivated, especially in the upper and lower highlands.

These
Plans are for the following urban areas; Thika, Juja, Ruiru, Kiambu,
Kiambaa, Limuru, Kikuyu, Githunguri, Gatundu, Kamwangi, Wangige
and Kimende.

The purpose of these plans is to provide a spatial framework
and define the vision and spatial structure of the municipalities
and towns for a period of 10 years. The Plans were prepared in a
participatory process where consultative meetings were held for
purposes of visioning,data validation and presentation of plans. The
Plans were prepared through formulation of alternative planning
concepts. The preparation of a structure and action area plans along
which proposed land use map and capital investment plans were
prepared outlining the cost implications of capital projects within
the plan period. Zoning and development control guidelines and
regulaticns were preparec to control development in these areas.

These plans will provide guidance and co-ordinate the development
of infrastructure, regulate the land use and land development;

61-vear-old man convicted for the
2019 DusitD2 terror attack has es-
caped serving 225 years in jail.
High Court judge Diana Kavedza
yvesterday sentenced Mohamed
Abdi Ali to 15 years imprisonment for conspira-
cy to commit a terrorism actL.

And although the man was jailed 15 more
years for each of the 14 counts relating to ter-
rorism financing, Justice Kaved za ruled that the
terms will run concurrently.

His fellow convict, Hussein Abdile Ali, 22,
also got 30 years for the two charges he was
convicted.

The prosecution had urged the court to
consider a consecutive sentence, which would
have kept Abdi in jail for two-and-a-quarter

centuries. “He knew he was aiding the death
of 21 people. He claims he was misled. This is
not an expression of remorse,” said Kennedy
Amwayi of the Office of the Director of Public
Prosecutions (DPP).

The court said the two had betrayed the coun-
try by sympathising and financing a terrorism
group.

“Those who facilitated the terrorists may not
carry weapons, but they are equally complicit
in the violence that followed. This is more than
criminal conduct. It is a betrayal of the very fab-
ric of our nation,” said Justice Kavedza.

“It is unforgivable. Let this sentence therefore
speak not only through the law, but through the
sorrow of a wounded people. For those who
stood with the enemy, who helped to make the
attack possible, today, justice answers. And Ken-
yaremembers.”

According to the judge, the January 15, 2019
raid that killed 21 people would not have hap-
pened if Abdile would not have made travel doc-
uments for the attackers to travel from Somalia.

At the same time, she said, the main attacker,
AliSalim Gichunge, would not have planned and
executed the attack if Ali would not have wired
the money to him.

Justice Kavedza said that theydeserved to pav
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Convicts Hussein Abdille Ali and Mohamed Abdi Ali before the Kahawa Law Courts in Kiambu yesterday.

for the pain, suffering and permanent scars they
caused in collaboration with the terrorists. Ac-
cording to her, the hotel’s attack was not a spur
of the moment, but a conspiracy that involved
many persons.

“The attack exposed put country as a dan-
ger zone. The tourism sector was vulnerable to
negative perception of safety following Dusit D2
attack,” she observed.

During the hearing, the convicts, though Mus-
lims, turned to be Bible to seek mercy. Lawver
Chacha Mwita, for Abdi, guoted Romans12:19in
his plea for a non-custodial sentence. He urged
the judge to leave vengeance to God.

On the other hand, the DPP urged the court
to hand Abdile and Abdia harsh jail sentence.

“The victims were defenseless; they were at-
tacked with grenades and guns. The convicts
orchestrated this senseless attack. They deserve
avervlong long time behind bars,” argued Dun-

can Ondimu.

He turned to the Jamaican musician BobMar-
ley song Redemption Song to argue that although
the two convicts painted themselves as victims
of manipulation, they were the only ones who
could redeem themselves.

“Emancipate yourselves from mental slav-
ery. None but ourselves can free ourselves,” he
guoted the song.

His colleague, James Machira, was of the view
that the two knew that the crime committed
had a permanent mark on the victims and their
families.

“As you've been told, the survivors continue
to grapple with the effects of Dusit D2 attack,
death, lodged bullets, and medical bills. The
dead will not be brought back to life. They are no
different from the attackers who took the gun
or the one who detonated the grenade,” he said.

“Usikuwe na wasiwasi na mimi,” Prezzo
Ruto assured gently. It meant, do not be per-
turbed on my behalf, Prezzo said, because he is
equal to the task, as he elaborated. “Mimi— I
cannot be distracted. I am a man on a mission
to transform this country, and no amount of
noise, kelele, fitina, propaganda ita sway
mimi from delivering on this agenda.”

This switch from English to Kiswabhili teases
out the various manoeuvres that Prezzo has to
make, appealing to the wheelbarrow base that
catapulted him to office, but also remaining on
point to ensure nothing is lost in translation.

He was assuring that no amount of chatter,
malice or propaganda would sway him, before
making a declarative conclusion: “I am willing
to pay the price, whatever it is, to make sure
we transform this country and we house as
many Kenyans as possible.”

Let's unpack this pithy statement and its
implications. [ think it's time Kenyans took
Prezzo Ruto’s word on face value. When he
reasserts his commitment to transform this
country, we should trust he is telling nothing
but the truth.

Start with Affordable Housing, a project that
has garnered so many billions of shillings that
the government is investing our taxes in gov-

I n a week punctuated by so much rabsha,

son? Sirkal has got more money than it can
spend, garnered from the punitive taxes that
saw Kenyans stream to the streets last year, in
protest.

Consequently, Kenyans have nothing to
spare and invest in their own ventures, the
sort of activity that stimulates the economy
and leads to more investments. Unsurprising-
ly, cement consumption has dipped to levels
last seen over 20 years ago, even with the fren-
zied constructions from Prezzo's government.
I suspect Affordable Housing projects use
mud, instead of cement.

This economic stagnation is from govern-
ment own data, so trust Prezzo Ruto when he
says he's transforming the nation, backwards.
The aforementioned sight of goons patrolling
city streets does have some precedence, as
political thuggery is as old as this country, but
this was the first time in our history that
police escorts chaperoned truncheon-wielding
goons. That's a huge transformation of our
political evolution.

As someone who sees a silver lining to every
cloud, I think institutionalised thuggery isn't
necessarily bad. See it as disruption. For when
gangs overrun the city, we could have our
troops redeployed from Haiti to restore order
in Nairobi. This, too, is big business, especially
if someone else picks the tab.

Internally, the claims that one symbol of
State power, something called the Public Seal,
was recently transferred from the office of the
Attorney General to Head of Public Service,
could only mean Prezzo Ruto is remaking the
State in his own image.

It’s not an entirely bad idea. The carnage in
our streets, as police respond using bullets on
youngsters demanding to know which direc-
tion the nation is headed, when they were
promised jobs and prosperity, will not go away
today or tomorrow.

That's why Maureen, the woman who was
promised a house next March, is rather spe-
cial. She’s got something to look forward to.
I'm not sure why Prezzo anticipates that he
needs such along time to make a mud hut, but
as the English like to say, to each its own.

Act quickly to contain
cholera outbreak

he Ministry of Health has declared an outbreak

| of cholera in seven counties; Mombasa, Kwale,
Nairobi, Kisumu, Homa Bay, Migori and Turka-

na. So far, the outbreak has already claimed 18 lives.

Data from the ministry shows that Kisumu has
recorded seven deaths. Mombasa has four deaths,
Kwale has recorded three , Nairobi two while Migori
and Turkana have recorded one deaths each.

Cholera is a contiguous disease characterised by
acute watery diarrhoea. Poor sanitation is responsible
for the spread of cholera. With most parts of the coun-
try experiencing rains, it is easy for cholera to spread
as rain water coming off contaminated places ends up
in water bodies.

Key drivers of cholera include butcheries, eateries,
markets and other food sources, including mountains
of garbage next to residential areas in urban areas like
Nairobi, Mombasa and Kisumu.

It's a shame and an indictment on county govern-
ments that we have cholera outbreaks almost annual-
ly. This shows faliure by county governments to priori-
tise water and sanitation. It is important for these gov-
ernments to also ensure the most stringent controls
that guarantee clean environments in all food outlets
to limit the spread of cholera.

World Health Organisation statistics show that
cholera claims between 21,000 and 143,000 annually
across the world, vet it is a preventable disease if only
high standards of hygiene are observed by all.

In Nairobi, for instance, garbage collection is a prob-
lem the county government has been unable to man-
age. County governments must always ensure regular
garbage collection and its safe disposal as well as pro-
viding clean safe water to residents.

The experience we had with Covid-19 and health
protocols that were prescribed to contain the pan-
demic should have taught us a thing or two about
cleanliness as a way of staying safe from germs.

Citizens must observe high standards of personal
hygiene, which is as simple as washing hands, vegeta-
bles and fruits before eating them. Keeping diseases at
bay is a collective effort, not that of the government
alone.

We have warned before—from the ground
where everyday citizens live and struggle—
that when this country is set alight by arro-
gance, stolen futures, and ignored cries for
justice, there will be no exits.

There is a dangerous illusion among some
of Kenya's political elite: That if chaos erupts,
they and their children will simply fly away,
leaving the rest of us to suffer. That body-
guards and high walls in their posh estates
make them secure. This delusion blinds
them to the consequences of inaction and
indifference.

Government's foremost duty is to meet the
basic needs of the people. Yet we continue to

witness policies imposed without empathy
or accountability—forced through, even
when clearly unjust or disconnected from
the lived realities of citizens.

We started seeing this arrogance during
the former regime when they tried to force
the Building Bridges Initiative down the peo-
ple’s throats. The current regime has done
worse by even forcing citizens to pay for pol-
icies they never needed in the first place—
making life even more unbearable.

What we have is a government rich in
promises but poor in delivery and a legisla-
ture full of noise yet empty on impact. MPs
gather, not to serve, but to posture and pro-
tect their own interests—reviewing salaries,
debating personal benefits—while the public
drowns in rising costs, insecurity, and hope-
lessness.

The peak of it all is that since 2024 Gen Z
protests, and now, blood is being spilled.
Two weeks ago, Albert Ojwang died in the
hands of police officers who are supposed to
protect citizens.

On Tuesday this week, a hawker was shot
in the head by a police officer in Nairobi’s
CBD in broad daylight. These are not isolat-
ed acts of violence; they are symptoms of
impunity.

While President William Ruto may not
command operational police actions, he
chairs the National Security Council and
appoints those who do. His directives that
have vielded no impact echoes loudly the
direction this country is headed.

The truth is simple: Kenya has solutions to
its problems. Citizens have for years decried
the high cost of living. The government’s
cold indifference has only fuelled frustra-

tion, especially among the youth. If left
unaddressed, this anger will not remain
peaceful—not as we march toward the 2027
general elections.

Notably, history offers chilling reminders.
World War I ignited after the assassination
of Archduke Franz Ferdinand. The Rwanda
genocide erupted when a plane carrying
President Juvénal Habyarimana was shot
down. The Second Intifada flared after pro-
testers were killed And in 2024, the ongoing
Iran-Israel war was sparked by a single
strike.

In short, one act of violence can ignite a
wildfire. That's why Ruto's Kenya Kwanza
government must not wait for Kenya to join
such a tragic list. That is why the govern-
ment must stop provoking a generation that
is already burdened and bruised. Our Gen Zs
and millennials, in their most productive
years, are being boxed in by policies that
deny them dignity, voice, and opportunity. If
their grievances are not heard and
addressed, history tells us exactly where this
road leads.

It's long overdue for Ruto and his govern-
ment to choose a non-violent path of leader-
ship and tame the police officers who are
handling citizens like grasshoppers—life is
precious. He must listen and ensure the
security agencies do not continue to spill
blood at will.

To the government, belittling and ignoring
the issues at hand, puts everyone, including
you, at risk. It is said that the ears that refuse
to hear accompany the head when it is
chopped off.

Infrastructure and tech investment; best bet to boost healthcare

hen a child spikes a fever in the dead
Wﬂf night, when a mother goes into

labour far from a major hospital, or
when a diabetic father goes days without medi-
cation, these are not isolated emergencies. They
are daily realities for countless Kenvans. They
reveal a simple truth that access to healthcare is
not a luxury. Itis a basic human right. The 2010
Constitution recognised this truth and brought
healthcare to the forefront of devolution. It was
a bold and visionary step, acknowledging that
the best way to deliver lifesaving services is not
from a distant central office but from the coun-
ties where the peoplelive.

By placing healthcare in the hands of county
governments, Kenya took a historic step toward
equity, dignity, and efficiency in service delivery.
Healthcare, more than any other function,
belongs at the grassroots. lllness does not wait
for bureaucratic processes. It strikes in villages
and towns, at market stalls, and homesteads.
That is why devolution remains one of the great-
est gains of the 2010 Constitution; it brought the
power to act closer to the people.

The World Health Organisation (WHO) advis-
es that no one should travel more than five kilo-
metres to reach a healthcare facility. Devolution
makes this standard achievable. Counties are
now in a position to design health systems that
reflect the unique needs of their people, rural,
peri-urban, and urban alike. And the results
speak for themselves.

Across Kenya, counties have embraced the
responsibility of healthcare with determination
and innovation. In Kiambu County, we have
embraced this mandate with urgency and focus.
We have made healthcare our top priority
because a healthy population is the foundation

of a productive and prosperous county.

Since assuming office, we have commenced
the construction of 26 new Level 3 hospitals and
upgraded 28 others, bringing care closerto
where our people live and work, as part of a plan
to ease congestion in existing facilities.

The facilities comprise outpatient, inpatient
wings with between 16 - and 26-bed maternity
wings, general and paediatric wards, laborato-
ries, and theatres. Long-stalled Level 4 hospitals
in Lari, Thogoto, Githunguri, Bibirioni, Wangige,
and Tigoni are nearing completion, while new
facilities in Juja and Karuri are rising to meet the
growing demands of our population.

We have invested in modern medical equip-
ment, from advanced X-ray and ultrasound
machines to dialysis machines, endoscopy, and
dental X-ray units. These tools ensure faster and
more accurate diagnoses and treatment. With
these new facilities, we will increase our bed
capacity from the current 1,509 to 3,109 beds. Our
Health Management Information System is

transforming service delivery, making it more
efficient and transparent.

This comprehensive automation of services
that has been installed in all level five and live
four hospitals ensures single-view dashboards
with insight into hospital operations and statis-
tical and analytical reporting capabilities, track-
ing patient records, and managing medical sup-
plies.

We have also tackled the long-standing chal-
lenge of medicine shortages by completing the
Ruiru Central Medical Store, a game-changerin
securing a reliable drug supply chain for our
health facilities. But even the best infrastructure
cannot function without skilled human capital.
That is why we have hired and promoted health-
care workers across the county.

We believe that behind every life savedis a
doctor, a nurse, alab technician, or a pharmacist
who showed up, stayed late, and cared deeply.
These investments are already yielding power-
ful results. Last yvear, Kiambu's health facilities
served 5.4 million patients, nearly double our
county population of 3 million. This tells us
something important that people trust our
healthcare system, including those from beyond
our borders.

Yet we remain honest about our shortcom-
ings. The recent tragic loss of a young life at
Igegania Hospital shook us to the core. We took
swift action, held those responsible accounta-
ble, and launched a full review of our systems.

Devolution has given counties the tools to
respond faster, build smarter, and serve better.
But the journey is far from over. We must con-
tinue to improve, invest, and reform because no
Kenyan should suffer or die simply because a
hospital was too far away.

The Constitution knows no
oods nor goddesses, Mr Lagat

he Constitution of Kenya, that revolu-

tionary charter birthed from the

sweat and blood of generations, is not
a shrine to earthly gods or goddesses. It rec-
ognises no mortal deities draped in stars,
epaulettes, or ceremonial authority. The
holders of public office are not anointed
prophets beyond reproach; they are mere
trustees, loaned authority under the sover-
eign will of the people. Indeed, in the
immortal words that the late Prof HWO
Okoth-Ogendo might have employed, the
Kenyan state remains a constitutional
republic, not a monarchic ritual, not a tribal
council of elders, not a celestial hierarchy
where men bow to men. Itis here, precisely
here, that the theatre surrounding Deputy
Inspector General (DIG) Eliud Lagat’s so-
called ‘stepping aside’ demands our
unflinching rage.

Let us begin where civility would often
end: Truth. Nobody needed to march into
the streets to beg Lagat to dowhat was
already demanded of him to uphold the dig-
nity of his office and the sanctity of consti-
tutionalism. The moment his name was
mentioned in connection with the heinous
death of Albert Ojwang’, the majesty of Arti-
cle 73 of the Constitution imposed upon him
an inescapable burden. Public office, the
Constitution declaims with unrelenting
clarity, is a position of public trust.

It requires that the holder brings honour
to the office, maintains integrity, and con-
ducts themselves in a manner that pro-
motes public confidence in the institution
they represent. The office of the DIGisnota
family heirloom to be worn and polished in
private chambers. It is a sacred public trust,
whose dignity supersedes personal
thoughts, ego, or calculation. Here, Lagat
did not need political counselling, advisory
committees, or town hall debates. The Con-
stitution spoke long before the street pro-
tests. Thelaw was not silent. Only ears were
deaf.

And then, in this theatre of absurdity,
comes the absurd phrase ‘stepping aside’
The law knows nothing of it. The Constitu-
tion does not recognise it. The statutes do
not codify it. Our jurisprudence does not
embrace it. It is a creature of political super-
stition, a ghost wandering in the wilderness
of informal governance. Section 20 of the
National Police Service Act, like the Consti-
tution itself, is surgical in its clarity: The
office of DIG becomes vacant upon resigna-
tion, removal by law, retirement, or death.
Nowhere does the phrase “stepping aside”
emerge from the cold text of our laws.

Anything else is political theatre, a mas-
querade performed to pacify public anger
without disturbing entrenched privilege.
When one “steps aside,” but retains power
to appoint their deputy as Acting DIG, as
Lagat purported to do, what truly has
changed? He retains control. He retains
influence. He retains the perks of office, the
privileges of rank, the security of status.
What we witness is not accountability but
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merely a relocation of operational geogra-
phy, a man working from a different room,
perhaps from home, but still directing
affairs behind veils. This is not what consti-
tutional integrity demands.

It is not what the people fought for. Itis
notwhat Article 73 contemplates. This is no
corruption probe. This is a murder investi-
gation, a death wrapped in allegations of
State brutality, cold and calculated. What
‘office documents’ are we protecting here?
What ‘evidence’ lies in the locked cabinets
of Vigilance House that would somehow
implicate or absolve Lagat? This is not
about physical office space; it is about moral
authority. And moral authority cannot be
relocated. It must be surrendered entirely or
not at all.

One does not get to both hold office and
suspend oneself simultaneously. The rule of
law does not permit self-imposed partial
absence. The Constitution allows two paths
only: You resign, or you are lawfully
removed. Any other pathis a bastardisation
of legal order, a dangerous precedent where

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public officials turn constitutional offices
into private fiefdoms of convenience. More
dangerously, when such “stepping aside”
occurs, there exists no legal remedy if vio-
lated. Should Lagat tomorrow stroll back
into his office and resume his full official
functions, what legal sanction could be
applied? None. Because his departure was
not grounded in any legal provision.

The law cannot enforce what it does not
recognise. This is why only the firm hand of
judicial or administrative action has the
constitutional teeth necessary to bar an
office holder. At its core, this episode
reflects a tragic contempt for constitution-
alism and human rights. It tells citizens that
public office is still treated as personal
estate. It tells grieving families like that of
Albert Ojwang’ that the instruments of state
power remain self-regulating, answerable to
no higher ideal but their own. It tells every
Kenyan that justice remains a distant hori-
zon, visible but unreachable. The Constitu-
tion of Kenya, 2010, was never designed to
operate at the pleasure of men who “step
aside” at will and return when it suits them.
Itis aninstrument of ordered liberty, an
unbending shield for the weak against the
strong, a covenant between the governors
and the governed. Its integrity demands
more than these performances of accounta-
bility. It demands actual accountability.

And so, let us say it plainly; Lagat ought
not to have stepped aside; he ought to have
resigned if indeed he possessed even a whis-
per of fidelity to the oath he took. Anything
else is but an affront to the Kenyan people,
and a cruel mockery of the Constitution
they hold dear.

World Refugee Day

It is time to rethink
refugee
response

in the Horn
of Africa

he Horn of Africais grappling with a deepen-
| ing crisis of forced displacement. Prolonged

conflicts in Somalia, Ethiopia, South Sudan,
and Sudan are the leading causes of this situation.
The Horn region hosts over 4.5 million refugees,
most of whom are in protracted displacement.

As we mark World Refugee Day today, the con-
versation needs to shift from aid to agency, going
bevond short-term humanitarian fixes to sustaina-
ble development models that empower refugees
and host communities. This year, World Refugee
Day focuses on solidarity with refugees, which
means honouring refugees with words and actions
by listening to them and making space for matters
that affect them. This includes defending their right
to seek safety, finding solutions to their plight, and
ending conflicts so they can return home safely.

Refugees are not mere victims needing handouts.
They are resilient individuals with great potential.
With the right opportunities, they can drive eco-
nomic growth in host countries. The humanitarian
approach, that often excludes refugees from jobs
and livelihoods, long used in the Horn of Africa is
unsustainable. The refugee problem demands a
bold new strategy.

Sustainable refugee management strategies can
only be realised through the development
approach. Development-focused models build resil-
ience and self-reliance by providing refugees oppor-
tunities to work, start businesses, and contribute to
local economies.

The Kampala Declaration, issued by member
states of the Intergovernmental Authority on Devel-
opment (IGAD), emphasises the importance of jobs,
livelihoods, and self-reliance for refugees. On this
basis, several interventions by IGAD member coun-
tries have been initiated.

Kenya's Shirika is one such example. It aims to
ensure socioeconomic inclusion of refugees and
host communities and transformation of camps
into integrated settlements. In Ethiopia, the Jobs
Compact, supported by the World Bank, aims to
create 100,000 jobs for refugees and host communi-
ties. If fully leveraged. Uganda's integrated refugee
hosting model could establish a global standard for
empowering refugees.

Despite these efforts, humanitarian approaches
too often dominate, slowing progress toward self-
reliance. To address refugee challengesin the
region, state and non-state actors must deliberately
shift their focus to development programming. This
will, among other things, entail the inclusion of ref-
ugees in development plans at both national and
sub-national levels.

Planning for refugees alongside host communi-
ties will enable them to contribute meaningfully to
the economy. Sectors such as the digital economy;,
agriculture, and manufacturing will benefit. With
inclusion in plans, there will be greater production
and increased purchasing power.

The World Bank estimates that every dollar
invested in refugee-inclusive development yields up
to two dollars in economic returns for host coun-
tries, a compelling reason to act.

Education is critical to this transformation.
Expanding access to quality education equips refu-
gees with skills to participate meaningfully in the
economy. Investing in vocational training pro-
grammes ensures that refugees can access employ-
ment and business opportunities. Education can
produce professionals in various fields, including
engineering and healthcare.

The World Blood Donor Day that is marked in
June highlights the urgent need for safe blood for
patients in need of donations for various health
emergencies or diseases. Across sub-Saharan Afri-
ca, we call on our communities to prioritise giving
the gift of blood. Each of us has the opportunity to
become part of a lifesaving solution.

From maternity wards to trauma units, from
children battling leukaemia to patients undergoing
surgery, blood remains a critical and irreplaceable
lifeline. Blood saves lives. This is not a metaphor,
but a biological truth. Still, in low-to-middle-in-
come countries - many of which are in Africa - the
life-saving power of blood is out of reach in many

communities.

While global headlines often focus on pandem-
ics or breakthrough therapies, the lack of a safe
blood supply continues to cost lives daily. Accord-
ing to WHO numbers, the median blood donation
rate in high-income countries is 31.5 donations per
1,000 people, compared to 5.0 donations per 1,000
people in low-income countries.

Having worked across both clinical and policy
domains in Africa for over two decades, I've seen
first-hand the value of lifesaving blood transfu-
sions on patient outcomes. Every day, patients
receive second chances because donors have given
a little time, and innovative screening processes
have ensured that the blood is free from dangerous

infections.

Beyond quantity, safety is just as criti-
cal. Screening for HIV, Hepatitis B, Hepatitis
C, Syphilis, Chagas disease, Malaria and other
diseases ensures patient safety and more hopeful
medical outcomes. This demands infrastructure,
rigorous screening protocols, supply chain coordi-
nation and trained personnel. Diagnostics play a
transformative role — enabling health systems to
screen effectively, track reliably and act quickly.
In the healthcare industry, we have an opportu-

Ipoa delivered
before; it will act
and do it again

The Independent Policing Over-
sight Authority (Ipoa) was estab-
lished in November 2011 to provide
civilian oversight by investigating
deaths and serious injuries caused by
police action. Although the number
of secured convictions against filed
complaints is still low, Ipoa has
served justice in notable events. In
2012, Kenya was spotlighted globally
when Alexander Monson -a British
aristocrat- was found dead in a
police cell in Diani. Investigations
trashed claims by police that Monson
had died of a drug overdose, stating
that he was tortured.

Ten years later, four police officers
received prison sentences of 48 years
in total. In 2013, Martin Koome,
taken to Ruaraka Police Station,
Nairobi, died after sustaining fatal
injuries while in the police cell.
Barely six years later, former OCS
Nahashon Mutua was found guilty
and sentenced to death after it was
established that he had tried to cover
up the murder by pinning it on one
cellmate. Fast forward to 2025, Kenya
is grappling with heated protests
where Gen Zs are demanding justice
for Ojwang who died in the hands of
the police, just like Monson, Koome
and Baby Pendo.

It is time for Ipoa to act again and
bring Ojwang’s killer to book.

Unleashing goons on
protesters dangerous

The Bill, which introduces a raft of
new tax policies aimed at increasing
revenue in the 2025/2026 financial
year, was passed at the third reading
stage with amendments introduced
by the National Assembly Finance
Committee.

President Ruto is now expected
to sign the Bill into law at any time
from today. The legislation sets out

Kenya Kwanza's new tax regime for
the 2025/2026 financial year, during
which the nationalgovernment seeks
to finance a Sh4.2 trillion budget.

During debate on the Bill on
Wednesday, MPs praised it as pro-
gressive, noting it did not raise taxes
as previous finance laws had done.

Finance Committee Chairperson
Kimani Kuria stated that, unlike past
Finance Bills, this year’s proposal was
not merely a revenue-raising tool but
a policy instrument.

“Its central focus is to enhance tax
revenue collection through strategic
administrative reforms and improve
tax paver compliance. Rather than
introducing new taxes, the Bill pro-
poses the simplification of existing
tax laws to make them clearer, more
predictable and accessible to all tax
payers,” he argued.

“The Finance Act of 2022 had a
projected revenue of Sh22 billion, the
Finance Act of 2023 had Sh211 bil-
lion, the Finance Bill of 2024 had in-
tention to raise Sh244 billion, the Tax
Laws Amendment Act, Sh449 billion.

In contrast, the Finance Bill of 2025
aims to raise only Sh25 billion.”

He assured Kenyans that the re-
forms introduced in the current Bill
are aimed at curbing tax evasion, ex-
panding the tax base and ensuring
that all eligible tax payers contribute
their fair share. “These policies aim
to ensure predictability and sustain-
ability within the tax system, there-
by fostering more environment for
business... The Finance Bill embod-
ies the government’s commitment to
modernising tax administration and
fostering a culture of trust and cor-

poration between the Kenya Revenue
Authority and the citizens.”

Leader of the Majority at the Na-
tional Assembly Kimani Ichung'wah
argued Finance Bill had been turned
into a tool for dis-information cam-
paign.

“Actually, from April last year, there
was a sustained campaign of misin-
formation. Again, in April this year,
the same campaign began. The Chair
alluded to the widespread negativity
around the Finance Bill. Many Ken-
yans wrongly believe it is designed to
punish them or make them poorer,”

he said.

Dagoretti South MP John Kiarie
noted that by adopting the Finance
Bill 2025, the House would enhance
access to affordable digital gadgets
and strengthen Kenya’s digital and
creative economy.

“For those of us who are in the ICT
and digital economy sector, we have a
reason to smile. These proposals offer
tax incentives on spectrum licences.
Connectivity today is not a luxury. It
is a matter of life and death,” he said.

Kesses MP Julius Rutto said, “We
need to remember that this House re-
cently passed a Tax Policy which has
never been there before. This Finance
Bill is aligned with that policy, aiming
to support business in a predictable
manner. Business people can now
plan strategically, knowing that tax
regimes are stable and conducive to
profitability.”

The House also adopted key
amendments proposed by the Fi-
nance Committee, including the re-
jection of a controversial clause that
would have granted the Kenya Rey-
enue Authority (KRA) unfettered ac-
cess Lo private data and trade secrets
to boost revenue collection.

Had it passed, the clause would
have empowered KRA to compel in-
stitutions—including banks, digital
platforms, and mobile service pro-
viders—to disclose sensitive personal
and commercial data, such as finan-
cial records and trade secrets, with-
out notifying the taxpayer.

China signals breakthrough in
new financial talks with Kenya

» Top official says Beijing saw “positive
outcomes” from discussions with Kenya.

» President Ruto’s regime is pushing to
seal the financial deal by June 30.

hina on Wednesday hinted that

Kenya's urgent request for a key fi-

nancial cooperation pact is likely to

succeed, a development that would

bring relief to President William
Ruto’s cash-strapped government, with the fis-
cal year ending in ten days.

Director-General of the Foreign Ministry’s
African Affairs Department Du Xiaohui told
The Standard during a press conference with
reporters in Beijing that he saw “positive out-
comes” from discussions with Kenya.

President Ruto’s administration is pushing
to seal the financial deal by June 30, this vear,
a narrowing window of under 10 days, under-
scoring its critical importance for the upcom-
ing fiscal year. While declining to detail sen-
sitive negotiation specifics, Du emphasised
China’s commitment to working with all Afri-
can nations to resolve debt crises by fostering
“self-generated development capacity.”

Analysts see the potential financial pact
directly impacting Kenya's immediate fiscal
health, debt management, and ability to fund
the national budget, which is a pressing con-
cern for the Ruto government.

Du underscored that China’s strategy for
tackling African debt stresses centres on em-
powering nations to build their own economic
capacity, rather than just offering relief.

Du also added that China has “withstood

great pressure” to find solutions, subtly criticis-
ing “certain actions” from nations that “unilat-
erally increase interest rates” and exacerbate
debt difficulties.

The high stakes of the agreement are am-
plified by China holding over 60 per cent of
Kenya’s bilateral debt, stemming from approxi-
mately 12 major infrastructure projects.

Prime Cabinet Secretary and Cabinet Secre-
tary for Foreign and Diaspora Affairs, Musalia
Mudavadirecently led high-level bilateral talks
in the southern Chinese city of Changsha with
Chinese Foreign Affairs Minister Wang Yi, em-
phasizing the urgency of concluding the finan-
cial cooperation agreement.

Mudavadi’s visit followed President Wil-
liam Ruto’s state visit to Beijing in April, where
he and Chinese President Xi Jinping outlined
broad areas of cooperation including trade and
investment. Mudavadi had stressed the impor-
tance of swift implementation, stating: “The
support of the government of China towards
the conclusion of the discussions on financial
cooperation at the earliest, before the end of
June 2025, is fundamentally important.”

Specific financial terms of the latest cooper-
ation deal with China were not disclosed, but
such agreements typically involve concessional

loans, infrastructure financing, and trade facil-
itation. This latest move by Kenya highlights
Nairobi’s growing dependence on Beijing, par-
ticularly as Kenya navigates a challenging eco-
nomic landscape.

The National Treasury last week unveiled a
new budget for the year starting July 1, amid
pressure to explore alternatives for economic
support amid strained tax collections, looming
debt repayments, and economic headwinds.

Kenya’'s total expenditure in the financial
year 2025/26 budget is projected at Sh4.291.9
trillion, equivalent to 22.3 per cent of GDP.

The resultant fiscal deficit, including grants,
is projected at Sh923.2 billion (4.8 per cent of
GDP), to be financed by a mix of external and
domestic borrowing.

National Treasury Cabinet Secretary John
Mbadi while making his budget speech high-
lighted fiscal constraints including rising
demands for public spending, public debt ac-
cumulation, and the challenge of mobilising
higher tax revenues while maintaining a low
cost of doing business. “These constraints are
interlinked, and addressing them effectively
requires strategic planning, fiscal discipline,
and a commitment to long-term sustainability,”
Mbadi stated in his budget address, emphasis-
ing a fiscal consolidation plan to slow debt
growth while protecting service delivery.

Treasury plans liability management opera-
tions and a continued pursuit of concessional
loans, while exploring new funding instru-
ments such as debt swaps and diaspora bonds.

Key agreements from Ruto’s April trip in-
cluded plans to extend the China-funded Nai-
robi-Naivasha Standard Gauge Railway to Ki-
sumu and eventually Malaba, and the dualing
of the Nairobi-Mau Summit road.

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Thirsty Al Data Centers challenging world waters

» The call for enhanced
water security and improved
governance could not have
come at a better time.

id vyou know that

each time you ask

an Al chatbot to

conjurer up a cartoon
like the kasongo silhouettes or
summarize a lengthy document,
it sends a request to a data center
and strains an increasingly scarce
natural resource; Water?

As the tech industry has grown,
so too have data centers.

Data centers are enormous
buildings filled with hundreds
of thousands of computers that
store cloud data and power
artificial intelligence.

To keep up with computing
demands, data centers use
electricity and sometimes chilled
water to keep those computers
cool.

The result? A surge in energy
and water use.

The rapid growth in the
number of data centers—
currently estimated at around
11,000 globally—reflects largely
the exponential increase in
computational demands for AL

The associated surge in
resource consumption raises
significant concerns about
environmental sustainability,

particularly regarding water

usage.

Available data shows that water
consumption in data centers
varies widely. For example,
Google’s hyperscale data centers,
which supports major services
such as Gmail and Google Drive,
averaged approximately 550,000
gallons (2.1 million liters) of water
per day over the past vear.

In the US, where the average
per capita water withdrawal is 132
gallons per day, alarge data center
consumes water equivalent to
that of 4200 persons.

This makes data centers one of
the top 10 of “water-consuming
industrial or commercial
industries” in the country.

The US is home to over 5300
data centers, and by the end
of 2021, around 20% of these
centers were drawing water from

moderately to highly stressed
watersheds.

According to the 2024 United
States Data Center Energy Usage
Report forecast, by 2028, US data
centers could consume as much
as 12% of the nation’s electricity.

Locally, east African region,
kenya taking the lead is making
baby steps towards establishing
Al ready Data infrastructure.

Recently, Safaricom entered
into a strategic partnership with
iXAfrica Data Centre, Kenya’s
premier hyperscale-ready data
centre operator, to deliver East
Africa’s first Al-ready data centre
services to enterprises and cloud
solution clients.

The iXAfrica’'s NBOX1 Nairobi
Campus features a design
capacity of 22.5MW, making it the
largest data centre project in the
Greater East Africa. While this
milestone is worth celebrating, it
is time the country planned better
on its water resource usage as
technology continues to demand
a share of the scarce resource.

According to the United

Nations Environmental Report,
nearly two-thirds of our world’s
population experiences severe
water shortages for at least one
month a year, and by 2030, this
gap is predicted to become much
worse, with almost half of the
world’s population facing severe
water stress. To avoid this fate,
the report said, water use must
be “decoupled’ from economic
growth by developing policies
and technologies to reduce or
maintain consumption without
compromising performance.”

“The necessity for water is
fundamental to our ability to
live. However, we have a major
problem, and it's accelerating,”
notes the report.

At the same time, our world
is racing ahead to advance Al
info every aspect of our world.
With the rise of generative Al
companies have significantly
raised their water usage, sparking
concerns about the sustainability
of such practices amid global
freshwater scarcity and climate
change challenges.

Currently, nearly 703 million
people lack access to water -
approximately1in 10 peopleon the
planet - and over 2 billion do not
have safe drinking water services.
The United Nations predicts that
in 2025, 1.8 billion people will
be living in countries or regions
with absolute water scarcity.
With the existing climate change
scenario, almost half the world's
population will be living in areas
of high-water stress by 2030. In
addition, water scarcity in some
arid and semi-arid places will
displace between 24 million and
700 million people. By 2030, water
scarcity could displace over 700
million people.
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I'he necessity
for water is
fundamental
to our ability
to live.

In Africa alone, as many as 25
African countries are expected to
suffer from agreatercombination
of increased water scarcity and
waterstress.Sub-Saharan regions
are experiencing the worst of
the crisis, with only 22-34% of
populations in at least eight sub-
Saharan countries having access
to safe water.

Water security, or reliable
access to adequate quantities
of acceptable quality water for
health, livelihoods, ecosystems,
and production has become an
urgent issue worldwide.

This crisis has far-reaching
implications for global health,
food security, education,
economics, and politics. As water
resources dwindle, conflicts and
humanitarian issues over access
to clean water will likely increase.
Climate change also exacerbates
water scarcity in many parts
of the world. Addressing this
complex and multifaceted crisis
requires  understanding  its
causes, impacts, and potential

solutions across countries and
communities.

While the global water
crisis stems from a confluence

of factors, including growing
populations, increased water
consumption, poor resource
management, climate change,

pollution, and lack of access due
to poverty and inequality, thirsty
data centers are exacerbating the
situation.

While in the last 20 years,
we have witnessed significant
advances in data center efficiency

that have reduced energy
consumption, improved cooling
efficacy, implemented water
recycling and  conservation
practices, and enhanced the
overall performance and

reliability of data centers, Al's
global annual water consumption
is still projected to reach between
4.2 billion and 6.6 billion cubic
meters by 2027 (4 to 6 times the
annual water usage of a country
like Denmark).

This is particularly concerning
in the context of global freshwater
scarcity and the broader
challenges posed by climate
change.

Besides, as climate change
intensifies weather extremes,
making heat waves and droughts
more frequent, data centers
are increasingly at risk and are
having to consider the business
continuity implications of water
availability.

While Al offers substantial
potential for tackling critical
water-related challenges, such
as optimizing agricultural
irrigation, improving wastewater
treatment, and detecting harmful
chemicals in drinking water, the
full spectrum of risks, societal
implications, and  potential
environmental impacts of Al
remains largely unexplored.

As this technology advances,
it is crucial that we develop
environmental safeguards while
we address these uncertainties to
ensure accountable development
and deployment. This is not
just the responsibility of tech
companies, but that of our
collective society as users of the
technology.

Coffee meets conversation

Beyond the beats and brand activations (think
mocktail bars and tasting counters), Nani's Café Party
leans hard into connection.

ilmmaker and MultiChoice Talent Factory alumni
Maurice Muendo recently saw his directorial debut
film, BOBO, premiere in Kenya.

The film came following its premiere at the 2025
Joburg Film Festival, where it received rave reviews.

His path to film filmmaking defied expectations. While pursu-
ing finance to meet family expectations, his passion for storytell-
ing led him to secretly apply for a scholarship which he believes
highly motivated his career path.

“My journey into filmmaking has been anything but conven-
tional. I initially pursued finance due to family expectations, but
my passion for storytelling led me to secretly apply for the schol-
arship. When | got accepted, | knew this was my true calling,” he
Says

The program transformed his approach to storytelling.

“This was a game-changer for me. It exposed me to different
filmmaking techniques and deepened my understanding of the
African film landscape. More importantly, it instilled in me the
importance of authenticity and the power of telling stories rooted
In my culture.”

For his debut feature, Muendo chose BOBO, a story that mir-
rors his own experiences. “I have always been drawn to stories
of resilience and ambition, especially within marginalised com-

munities,” he says.

“BOBO resonated deeply with me because it mirrors my own
experiences growing up in Eastleigh facing struggles vet dar-
ing to dream.”

The film tackles poverty, resilience, and ambition in mar-
ginalized communities. “l wanted to highlight the reality of
many young people in slums who are constantly told they will
never amount to anything,” he says.

“Society often defines them by their circumstances, but I
wanted to show that dreams are valid regardless of where vou
come from.”

Set in Mathare slums, the film required authentic representa-
tion. “Mathare is more than just a backdrop, it’s a character in the
film,” he emphasizes.

“I have a lot of peers there, so I knew I had to capture its raw-
ness and spirit accurately. I also involved residents in the produc-
tion to ensure we stayed true to their reality.”

The lead role in the film is Faith Muthoni’s, whose audition for
the role proved unforgettable. “Faith Muthoni embodies Bobo’s
spirit her determination, vulnerability, and fire,” he says.

“When she auditioned, she didn’t just act; she became Bobo.
And it was her first time acting!”

Being selected from nearly 300 submissions by Showmax in

partnership with the Joburg Film Festival validated his vision.
“When I submitted BOBO, I knew it was a strong story, but
| also knew the competition would be tough. Being selected
among so many talented filmmakers validated my vision and
reinforced my belief that stories like BOBO need to be told.”
One scene particularly moved the entire crew. “There was a
powerful scene where Faith Muthoni, in character as Bobo, deliv-
ered a monologue about not wanting to end up like her mother,
the entire crew went silent, and some even teared up. It was at
that moment that I knew we were creating something special.”

The filmmaker hopes audiences will see beyond circumstanc-
es.

“I want people to see that where you come from does not de-
fine you,” he says. “Dreams are valid, and success is possible de-
spite adversity. I also hope the film sheds light on mental health
struggles and the pressure young people face in disadvantaged
communities.”

quiet revolution is pulsing through Kenva's
music scene and it is not coming from tra-
ditional record labels or chart-topping leg-
ends. Instead, it is bubbling from smoky
pop-up parties, bedroom studios, under-
ground plavlists, and Instagram reels.

At the forefront? Gen Z musicians and
DJs blending the old with the new, and flipping Kenva's sonic

identity on its head.

Welcome to the age of genre fusion where Genge meets
House, Benga weds Drill, and Mugithi flirts with Trap.

Kenva is witnessing a remarkable rise in the number of
voung artistes who are revolutionising the landscape of con-
tem porary music production.

These talented individuals are skillfully blending elements of
their country’s rich traditional musical heritage with modern
sounds and techniques, creating a unique fusion that resonates
with both local and global audiences.

This innovative approach not only showcases the diversity of
Kenva's cultural identity butalso paves the way for a new genera-
tion of musicians who are redefining the boundaries of music in
the region.

As these creatives continue to emerge, they are not only pre-
serving their cultural roots but also pushing the envelope of crea-
tivity in the music industry.

“We're not stuck in nostalgia — we're reimagining it,” says
23-yvear-old D] Queen 254, whose sets at Nairobi's art cafes have
become a melting pot of rhythmic kenvan, lavered with South Af-
rican Amapiano log drums. “To us, nothing is off-limits.”

Unlike older generations who rigidly defined genres, Gen 7
views music like a buffet sample evervthing, remix what slaps.

Shrap a fusion of Sheng and Trap is a classic example. What
started as a niche sound now influences how even mainstream
rappers approach beat production and lyrics.

The new sound wave sweeping across Kenva's digital genera-
tion one where yvoung content creators, DJs, and musicians are re-
viving traditional genres like Benga, Taarab, and Ohangla through
TikTok, YouTube, and streaming platforms to reintroduce these
sounds to modern audience.

This digital cultural revival is challenging assumptions about
Kenvan vouth being disconnected from their heritage.

(Salim Bakari), has garnered over two million
views, with young people showcasing dance rou-
tines, heritage outfits, and even duets with old
archival performances.

- for museums or universities. We're doing it now,
with our phones.”
Bridging the generational gap interestingly,
many of the artistes whose work is being re-
mixed are embracing the revival.

KAMP BOUNCES BACK AS
COPYRIGHT BOARD
DENIES MCSK LICENCE

he Kenya Copyright Board (Ke-

cobo) has withheld the issu-

ance of an operating license fo

the Music Copvright Society of
Kenya (MCSK), significantly impacting its
operations.

Joshua Kutuny, the chairman of Kecobo,
stated that the decision to withhold a six-
month provisional license was prompted by
ongoing internal conflicts within the organi-
zation.

“This decision was primarily due to lead-
ership disputes that have threatened to
destabilize the organization,” he wrote in a
signed letter dated June 16, 2025,

Following the move, MCSK is now barred
from representing musicians, effectively re-
vokingits authority to operate as aCollective
Management Organization (CMO) responsi-
ble for collecting and distributing royalties
to artists.

The leadership wrangles within MCSK
have led to the formation of rival factions
among its directors.

However, KECOBO licensed the Perform-
ing and Audio-Visual Rights Society of Kenya
(PAVRISK) for the third time, along with the
Kenya Association of Music Producers Copy-
right and Related Rights Limited ( KAMP).

Consequently, two agencies will now col-
lect royalties on behalf of musicians and
audio-visual rights holders through Unified
Copvright Licenses.

“Pursuant to Section 46 (2) of the Copv-
right Act 2001, the board has licensed two
CMOs: PAVRISK for the third time and KAMP
MCSK's license has been withheld due to
their internal disputes,” Kutuny stated.

For consistency and operational efficien-
cy, PAVRISK and KAMP are required to col-
lect royalties using an integrated Informa-
tion and Communication Technology (ICT)
system, as outlined in the consentagreement
signed by both licensed CMOs.

KECOBO clarified that all valid invoices
and Unified Copyright Licenses issued by
the CMOs must explicitly identify either
PAVRISK or KAMP

“These documents should be accompa-
nied by a corresponding KRA e-TIMS certifi-
cate upon issuance by either CMO to prevent
instances of double licensing and payment,”
Kutuny stated.

The latest development comes amid in-
creasing reports of unauthorized individuals
issuing fraudulent invoices and Unified Cop-
yright Licenses to unsuspecting users under
various combinations of the names KAMP
PAVRISK, and MCSK.

M On March 5, the High Court has dismissed a
petition by the Music Copyright Society of Kenya
(MCSK) seeking to collect royalties and issue
copyright licenses on behalf of musicians and
singers.

W Two factions have been wrangling over who
should collect copyright fees from public service
vehicles, entertainment joints, roadshows and
other public spaces playing music.

W The amount collected is shared among
musicians.

PAVRISK-MCSK,” the board warned.

According to Section 46 (12) of the Copy-
right Act and its regulations from 2001, it is
illegal for any individual or organization to
conduct rovalty collections without a valid
license from the Kenya Copyright Board.

KECOBO has urged music users and the
public to remain vigilant and report any un-
authorized individuals or CMOs attempting
to deceive users with these illegal invoices to
the regulatory body or security agencies.

The consent agreement dated June 16,
2025, between KAMP Copyright and Related
Rights Ltd and PAVRISK allows both CMOs to
collect royalties and issue licenses to music
users in specified sectors.

Under this arrangement, KAMP will col-
lect rovalties and issue licenses for Public
Service Vehicles (PSVs), including matatus,
commercial vehicles, and taxis, as well as for
new media.

Under the arrangement, PAVRISK will
handle licensing for general use and broad-
casting. PAVRISK will invoice, license, and
enforce the use of copyrighted works in vari-
ous venues, including arcades, shops, bars,
restaurants, hotels, malls, banks, roadshows,
promotional events, DJs, eateries, schools,
hospitals, clinics, and radio and TV stations.

The consent was signed on behalf of
PAVRIS K by its Chairman, Edwardo Waigwa,
and CEO, Joseph Njagih, while Angela Ndam-
buki and CEO, Maurice Okoth, signed on be-
half of KAMP in the presence of KECOBO's
acting Executive Director, George Nvakweba.

t has been guite a minute

since we saw Amileena on

screen, an extremely tal-

ented singer and writer who
